REGULAR MEETING OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

OCTOBER 20, 2008

President Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber, and President Kuen.  Also present were Community Enrichment Director Schaefer and two citizens.

Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to rescind Ordinance Number 4, Series of 2008, an ordinance regulating the storage of special interest vehicles.  It was noted that this was an issue ordinance, and the issue has been resolved.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve Resolution Number 15, Series of 2008, a resolution approving individuals to act on behalf of the Village of Kimberly on the Urban Non-point Stormwater Grant. Administrator Hermus noted that this is for the joint storm water grant with the Village of Combined Locks.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to approve the Memorandum of Understanding with the Village of Combined Locks regarding the Joint Stormwater Planning Grant.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve Resolution Number 16, Series of 2008, a resolution seeking support from the Federal and State Delegation for strong trade policy to protect manufacturing jobs in Wisconsin and across the U. S.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve Resolution Number 17, Series of 2008, a resolution authorizing the Village Clerk to appoint Special Registration Deputies for the Presidential Election on November 4, 2008.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve the Autism Walk in the Village of Kimberly on April 25, 2009.  This includes the closing of Kennedy Avenue for a portion of the day for the event.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to approve the transfer of $4,832.70 from the Park Impact Fee Fund to final grade and seed the park in Emons Acres.  The motion carried by unanimous roll-call vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the acceptance of the donation from Wal Mart and expend $1,000 for highway safety vests for the Kimberly Fire Department from the Fire Department Donation Trust Fund.  The motion carried by unanimous roll-call vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the developer’s agreement with Opportunity Investments as discussed.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.  It was noted that the development of the pond will be a bid process for the community, like any other capital project.

Administrator Hermus reviewed the options for the Village to reach the 2% levy cap.  While the conversion of the hydrant rental from the tax roll to a fee appeared a better option two weeks ago, Mr. Hermus now feels that short term borrowing may provide the community with a better option, without creating another fee structure. The caveat is that the hydrant rental fee may be necessary next year if the state reinstitutes the 2% levy cap.  However, the majority of the Board felt like that was a chance we could take.  The positive side of the issue is that the fee structure may not be necessary if the state does not re-introduce the levy cap next year.  The solution for this year’s budget would be to borrow about $53,000 in December for equipment purchases, and repay the note in January from property tax proceeds.  The cost of the note would be small, with a target interest rate of just above prime.  It was the consensus of the Board to pursue this option.  Administrator Hermus will work with Associated Bank, as they are the depository of record for the community.  We will not spend a great deal of time and energy seeking competitive interest rates due to the short term nature and low cost of this note.

Trustee Trentlage noted that the Liberty Park sidewalk looks terrific.

Mr. Hermus announced that there will not be a meeting next Monday.  The next meeting will be the Business Meeting on November 3, 2008.

Trustee Opsteen noted the trees installed at Sunset Park, and inquired if they have been watered.  President Kuen noted that Saturday morning they were wet.  The condition of the pond trail was also questioned.  President Kuen noted in his conversation with staff that they also know of the concern with the trail quality which will be addressed in the final punch list.

Justin Krueger, candidate for State Assembly, introduced himself to the Village Board and asked for their support.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
