REGULAR MEETING OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD – OCTOBER 6, 2008


President Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber, and President Kuen.  Also present were Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard, Engineer Werner of McMahon, Police Chief Peterson, Community Enrichment Director Schaefer, Inspector Vander Velden and three citizens.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the minutes for the various Board Meetings for the month of September as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the bills and claims for the month of September as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve the financial statements for the month of September, 2008.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the minutes of the various Boards and Commissions for the month of September.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve Request for Payment Number One from MCC, Inc. in the amount of $132,937.76 for the Sunset Park Road Reconstruction Project.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve Request for Payment number Four from Vinton Construction Company in the amount of $149,860.46 for the 2008 Sanitary Sewer Project.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the Request for Payment Number One from Great Lake TV & Seal in the amount of $27,582.26 for the 2008 Sanitary Sewer Cleaning and Televising Contract.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to approve the Request for Final Payment from Accurate Appraisal for the 2008 Revaluation Project in the amount of $14,920.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the Non-Fraternization Policy for the Village of Kimberly as recommended by CVMIC.  It was discussed if we should be using the “love contracts”, and Administrator Hermus noted that they are available if necessary.  However, the policy covers the consequences, and the Love Contracts provide one option for remediation.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

The proposed amendments to the Special Assessment Policy were discussed.  Administrator Hermus acknowledged and apologized for the late nature of this policy recommendation, but the issue was just discovered with the recent sidewalk replacement plan where very small assessments are now possible.  This is not the case with sanitary sewers, streets and our other assessment programs.  After some discussion, Trustee Trentlage moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to set a minimum dollar value of $100 on an assessment which can be placed on the tax roll.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to increase the minimum assessment which can be placed on the Five-Year Plan at $400.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Weber moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve operators’ licenses for Sean Bekx of Kimberly and Stefanie Rice of Menasha.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve a Milk License for Kelly Rastall for Kimberly Restaurant at 104 E. Kimberly Avenue.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Administrator Hermus announced that the Villages of Kimberly and Combined Locks have been approved for their joint stormwater planning grant in the amount of $72,250.  Total planning project is about $120,000, leaving a local share to be split by the two communities of about $50,000.  Because we are working with the railroad on the use of their property, the Riverview Project may be difficult to pursue.  In that event, the grant can be used for planning and design of other ponds (like the Memorial Park Pond) in the communities.  The grant cycle is 2009-2010 giving us plenty of time to pursue the projects.

Chief Peterson informed the Board of a drug bust this past weekend where a minimal amount of drugs were confiscated, however $19,000 in cash was recovered.  The community will be eligible to keep 80% of this amount after the case is adjudicated.

Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard reported that the sidewalk rehab program is going well.  Many residents are pleased with the saw cutting program.  The sidewalks in Liberty Park should be in by October 15th, the project deadline.

Community Enrichment Director Schaefer updated the Board that the concrete slabs for shelters in Sunset Park near the Parkside condominiums, and in Liberty Park are going in shortly, and the shelters will be built this fall.

Administrator Hermus reminded the Board that this Wednesday is the joint budget review in Little Chute at 6:00 p.m.   The budget changes to the Metro were on their desks tonight, and please bring their budget booklets with them on Wednesday evening.

Trustee Trentlage wanted to thank the Fire Department for their excellent open house on Saturday.  They add a little each year to educate the public, and it is a great event.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
