JOINT BUDGET MEETING OF THE VILLAGE BOARDS

VILLAGE OF LITTLE CHUTE – VILLAGE OF KIMBERLY

OCTOBER 8, 2008



President Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage and President Kuen.  Absent was Trustee Weber.  Also present were Complex Supt. Brouillard, Director of Library Services Wentzel, Chief of Police Peterson, members of the Little Chute Village Board, Little Chute Administrator Chuck Kell and 8 guests.

The Joint Custodial Budget was reviewed.  Supt. Brouillard noted that there were no changes in personnel, programming or building use.  There were no questions regarding the Joint Custodial Budget. 

The Joint Library Budget was reviewed.  Maintenance of effort was discussed, and Director of Library Services Wentzel feels this budget meets that requirement for the communities.  Director Wentzel discussed her pending retirement and the process being used to select a replacement.  A committee has been formed which includes Library Board members, the Village Administrators, a School District Librarian and Rick Krumwiede of OWLS.  The Library Board will have the final say on the hiring, but the committee will do much of the leg work and narrow the field for the Library Board.  There were no changes recommended to the Library Budget.

Chief of Police Peterson reviewed his budget.  There was one officer position cut as part of the Administrator’s recommendation, bringing staffing levels back to the 2008 level.  An officer was added in late 2008, but the hiring is not completed yet.  Chief Peterson was questioned about his comfort level with this decision.  He said he understood the rationale and reasons.  While he would like the staffing to increase, he has been at the current level for about four years already.  Officer safety was ok yet; however, some officers do not like being forced into overtime from time to time.  However overall it is not negatively affecting morale.

Trustee Hammen moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
