REGULAR MEETING OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

NOVEMBER 3, 2008


President Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage and President Kuen.  Absent and excused were Trustees Hammen and Weber.  Also present were Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard, Engineer Werner of McMahon, Community Enrichment Director Schaefer, Chief Peterson, Inspector/Assessor Vander Velden and four citizens.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve the minutes of the October meetings as prepared.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to approve the bills and claims for the month of October as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Opsteen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to approve the financial statements for the month of October as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve the minutes of the various Boards and Commissions for the month of October as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve the Request for Payment Number Two from Great Lakes TV Seal, Inc. in the amount of $522.44 for the 2008 Sanitary Sewer Cleaning & Televising Project.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to approve the Request for Payment Number Four from Gene Frederickson Trucking in the amount of $40,522.51 for the Sunset Pond Project.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to accept the recommendation of the Kimberly Plan Commission and approve the certified survey map for 856-858 Highview Lane.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to accept the recommendation of the Kimberly Plan Commission and approve the site plans for Midwest Properties for the project at the southeast corner of Kennedy Avenue and Carter Court.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to approve the request of Fire Chief Van Thiel to purchase a carbon monoxide test instrument with a grant from Wisconsin Energy Foundation.  The motion carried by unanimous roll call vote of the Board.

Trustee Opsteen moved, Hruzek seconded the motion to approve the recommendation of Assessor Vander Velden and award the 2009-2010 Assessment Maintenance Contract to Accurate Appraisal in the amount of $7,500 annually.  There was concern with the disparity in number.  Administrator Hermus noted that three of the five vendors did not send in proposals, thus we have no comparisons other than these two.  Other communities who use Accurate Appraisal are very happy with their work.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Administrator Hermus reported we are at about 35% of our registered voters who have cast absentee ballots for this Presidential Election.  At the last Presidential Election, absentee voting was at less than 10%.  Although we anticipated additional early voting, no one imagined it would be to this magnitude.  The Deputy Clerk and Fiscal Manager have been working 12 hour days and weekends to keep up with the demand.  We anticipate Election Day tomorrow to be equally busy.  Fair weather and a hotly contested race should push our numbers to record levels.

Administrator Hermus reported that he has made Offers of Employment to Anne Appleton and Janine Micke for the part-time positions in the Central Office.  These individuals will be on board by the end of November.

C.E.D. Schaefer noted that Sunset Park Road is being finished up this week with landscaping and striping, and they hope to have it open by Thursday.

Trustee Trentlage announced that the “Lighting of the Arboretum” will be held November 30th at 6:00 p.m.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to adjourn into Closed Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to reconvene into Open Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board
