SPECIAL MEETING OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

NOVEMBER 10, 2008


President Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber and President Kuen.  Absent and excused was Trustee Hruzek.  Also present was Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard, Community Enrichment Director Schaefer and four citizens.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Hammen seconded the motion to adjourn into a Committee of the Whole for the purpose of holding a public hearing regarding the 2009 Operating Budget for the Village of Kimberly.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

President Kuen inquired if there were any comments from the audience regarding the 2009 Operating Budget.  There were none.  There were no questions from the Village Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to reconvene into Regular Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve Ordinance Number 5, Series of 2008, an ordinance adopting the 2009 Operating Budgets for the Village of Kimberly, and setting the tax levy at $2,919,041.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.  Administrator Hermus explained the tax levy has increased by about 3.7%, and the tax rate has increased by less than 1%.  However, due to the revaluation this year, individual tax bills will vary greatly depending on how much (or little) their assessed value increased.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the transfer of $3,250 from Operating Contingency to Fire Department Equipment for the purchase of air bottles.  The motion carried by unanimous roll-call vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve Resolution Number 18, Series of 2008, a resolution authorizing the borrowing of $52,000 from Associated Bank for the purchase of equipment.  The funds will be borrowed in December and repaid in January, at a projected interest rate of 5%.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve Change Order Number One from Vinton Construction Company in the amount of $12,247.45 for the 2008 Street Project.   It was noted that the change order is simply adjusting to final quantities for the project.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve the Request for Payment Number Three and Final from Vinton Construction Company in the amount of $38,832.37 for the 2008 Street Projects.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve the Locker Room Privacy Policy as recommended by CVMIC.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the Fall Protection Policy as recommended by CVMIC.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.  Community Enrichment Director Schaefer noted that training has already taken place for many of the departments covered by the policy.

It was questioned if the Village Board needs to receive the monthly PSLO Report from the Fox Valley Metro PD.  Trustee Trentlage noted that it is over seven pages long, includes Little Chute’s programs and is months after the fact.  The report is required by the Administration, but the Board’s receipt is optional.  Much of this information is included in the Annual Report.  After a short discussion, it was agreed to reduce the report to only include Kimberly’s information.  It was noted that the information is not online.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to adjourn into Closed Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to reconvene into Regular Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
