SPECIAL MEETING OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

DECEMBER 8, 2008

 
President Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber and President Kuen.  Also present was Inspector Vander Velden and seven citizens.

Trustee Hammen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to approve the recommendation of Administrator Hermus to transfer an amount not to exceed $4,200 from the Operating Contingency to Fire Department Outlay for the Radio Grant.  The motion carried by unanimous roll call vote of the Board.

Several residents of Lamers Road/Kitty Court and Joe Schuh of U. S. Oil were present to discuss issues regarding U. S. Oil Companies use of their property just north of the residential area.  While it was understood that this area is zoned Industrial, residents felt certain promises were made when the property was rezoned in 2002 that are not being kept.  Administrator Hermus noted that he received phone calls from Mary Krueger and John Van Elzen regarding these issues, and they requested that the Village Board hear their concerns.  They include trucking around the south side of the warehouse (the back yards of the residential properties, the trucking is occurring at night, and occasionally trucks are left running through the night.)  Also there is a concern with the smell from the tires being stored on the site. This is worst in the hot summer months and the smell becomes unbearable.

The residents feel they were told in 2002 that trucks would use the north side of the property, not the south side.  Mr. Schuh stated that trucks do use the south side, but it should be intermittent.  He also stated that the gate is closed at 5:30 at night and no trucks should be on the site after that.  Residents noted that this is not the case.  Mr. Schuh will check into it for the residents.

There was also concern for the appearance of the site.  Mr. Schuh noted that the 8-foot slated fence was erected as a screen.  Also, residents were paid $1,000 to landscape their side of the fence.  This did not occur with one property owner.

Mr. Schuh was asked about other warehouses where there tires could be stored.  He noted that they do have other warehouse space that is already full.  Also, the aroma was questioned.  Mr. Schuh is not sure what can be done as tires do have an odor.

Mr. Schuh will revisit the gate issue as it should close at 5:30 p.m.  Idling trucks will be addressed, as they are supposed to be outside the gate along Washington Street.  The tire smell is difficult, and many ideas were shared.  Mr. Schuh will entertain ideas.  Mr. Schuh shared his cell phone number with the residents and asked that they call him when issues arise.  He will do his best to resolve issues as they occur.

Rob Ristau from the East part of Lamers Road questioned trees that were cut down in his yard years ago.  He claimed to have an agreement that the trees would remain.  He agreed to share that information with administrator Hermus, who would contact U. S. Oil regarding the buffer trees being re-established.

Administrator Hermus noted that no more meetings are scheduled for the remainder of 2008.  The first meeting in 2009 will be the January 5th Business Meeting.

Administrator Hermus recommended that Kimberly host the next Quad Community Meeting on January 26th at 6:00 p.m.  Please contact Mr. Hermus if you have items for the agenda.  Thus far we will be receiving information regarding Neighborhood Electric Vehicles (NEV’s) and Outagamie County’s conversion to single stream recycling in 2009.

It was noted there is a meeting scheduled with New Page and Cerberus later this week.  We are unsure what they are bringing to the table, but we are happy to meet with them regarding the mill in our community.

Trustee Weber moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to adjourn into Closed Session per State Statute 19.85 (1) (c) to consider employment, promotion, compensation, or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to reconvene into open session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Weber moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve a three-year successor contract with the Kimberly Municipal Employees Association, Local 130-D, AFL-CIO AFSCME, contingent upon their ratification of the contract tomorrow evening.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
