REGULAR MEETING OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

MAY 19, 2008

President Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber, and President Kuen.  Also present were Engineer Brad Werner of McMahon Associates and four citizens.

President Kuen recommended the appointment of Sharon Huss to serve the unexpired term on the Board of Appeals.  Trustee Weber moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to confirm President Kuen’s appointment.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
President Kuen recommended the appointment of Norb Karner and Rosemary Reetz to serve three-year terms on the Board of Appeals.  Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to confirm President Kuen’s appointment.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

The unexpired term on the Fire Commission will be re-posted for applications.

President Kuen recommended the appointment of Edwin Renaud to serve a five-year term on the Fire Commission.  Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to confirm President Kuen’s appointment.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

President Kuen recommended the appointment of Edwin Renaud to serve a three-year term on the ATODA Board.  Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to confirm President Kuen’s appointment.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.  The other opening will be re-posted for applications.
Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the agreement with Mr. Bruce Champagne for muskrat trapping in the Kimberly Stormwater Detention Ponds.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
Trustee Gaffney moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to approve the contract with Milliman for actuarial service to confirm with GASB 45 regarding other post employment benefits (OPEB) at a joint cost with the Village of Little Chute not to exceed $7,000.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Administrator Hermus reviewed the Draft Project Plan for TIF #5.  He noted that the TIF will now be a Mixed Use Development TIF, as opposed to the Blighted TIF, as originally proposed.  Follow-up letter will be sent to these property owners noting the change.  The projects within the TIF were noted.  The incentive package will be developed as the TIF moves forward, and ideas will be garnered from other communities.  The actual borrowing of the funds will not take place until sometime in 2009, and then only if necessary.  Projects will proceed as the increment will allow debt retirement on any funds borrowed for the projects.  The time frame has been reviewed by legal counsel.  The Plan Commission will review the plan tomorrow night, and the Joint Review Board will review the plan on Thursday.

Engineer Brad Werner presented a Power Point review of Sunset Park Road, its deficiencies and proposed improvements.  The Board asked that the parking lot at the bottom of the hill near Sunset Drive be addressed.  Administrator Hermus noted that Community Enrichment Director Schaefer is working on a master plan for that area.  It was asked that such plans be worked into these plans, and bid as an alternate for this project.  The installation of curb, establishment of terrace type areas, planning of trees along the roadway, and the removal of the current steel posts are all a part of this overall plan.  The re-establishment of the one-way entrance to the shelter area was noted, along with a trail connection and better parking, with curbs.  Again, trees would be a final touch to dress up the area and create a friendlier passive area.  Repaving of certain areas of the sidewalk and trails that are now too low and collect water will be addressed.  Also, the trail from Fulcer Avenue into Sunset Beach will be added as part of the project.  With paved curb and gutter radiuses at the intersections, and handicapped ramps for the pedestrian walkways, this will create safer crossing areas for pedestrians and better traffic lanes for motor vehicles.  It is hoped that these improvements will create a more aesthetically pleasing park area, safer traffic lanes, and deter motorists from wandering off the paved surfaces throughout the park.  The Board liked the proposal and authorized the Engineer to proceed with bidding the project.  The actual project would probably not occur until after the World Tournament, due to the pond project still under construction and the busy nature of the park.  The actual scope of the final project will depend on bid prices received.
Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve an operator’s license for Sheila Schultz of Kimberly.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
Trustee Opsteen questioned the radius of the curve on Clark Street/Maes Avenue.  Engineer Werner noted that the correct radius is being used for truck traffic.  However, the problem is not the radius; it is poor driving habits which continue to jump the curb.

Administrator Hermus noted the letter from Appleton Papers/NCR Corp. terminating the 2004 standstill and tolling agreement.  We will work with our attorney to determine our best course of action regarding this issue.  This action is due to the current court case before the United States District Court for the Eastern District of Wisconsin regarding the cleanup project in the Fox River.
Trustee Hammen moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to adjourn into Closed Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
Trustee Hammen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to reconvene into Open Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
