REGULAR MEETING OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

JUNE 2, 2008

President Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Weber, and President Kuen.  Also present were Plan Commissioners Biese, Hermes, Karner, Schreiber, and Schiesl, along with Inspector Vander Velden, Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard, Community Enrichment Director Schaefer, Chief of Police Peterson, Engineer Werner of McMahon Associates, and 19 citizens.

President Kuen requested permission from the Board to deviate from the printed agenda and move directly into the Committee of the Whole for the purpose of holding the joint public hearing with the Plan Commission regarding the creation of Tax Increment Finance District Number Five.  Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to adjourn into a Committee of the Whole for the purpose of holding said public hearing, as published and posted according to State Statute.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Administrator Hermus reviewed the purpose and intent of the proposed TIF #5 for the Village of Kimberly.  Offering incentives for new development was explained.  The use of funds will only be allowed when necessary, and projects will only be undertaken when TIF increment allows them to occur, or can repay the debt for the projects.  Also, the residential properties are included in the TIF in order to provide possible future incentives should a project come forward.  The Village of Kimberly has no intention to force any redevelopment on the residential property owners.  Any project would have to be an agreement between a potential developer and the property owners.  The properties at the Kennedy/Railroad intersection are included due to the possible redevelopment of the intersection.  There is not a definite plan in place for that redevelopment at this time, but options are being explored.

Al Lamers of Lamers Realty questioned if the Village intends to buy the property and resell it at a discount.  It was noted that this is not the intention of this TIF District.  We are only offering incentives for development, which will be based on the project being proposed.  Development Agreements will be used to distribute incentives and determine levels.  There were no other questions from the audience.
Trustee Hammen moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to reconvene into Open Session per the posted agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the minutes of the May meetings as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Opsteen moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the bills and claims for the month of May as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Opsteen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the financial statements for the month of May as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Weber moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the minutes of the various Boards and Commissions for the month of May as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
The Board received an explanation from Debra Wetter of Valley Transit regarding the excess 2007 state and federal assistance of $8,336.56 the community will be receiving soon.  She also explained the anticipated deficit of about $160,000 due to skyrocketing fuel costs.  She respectfully requested that the Village of Kimberly consider setting aside an amount not to exceed $2,830 to cover Kimberly’s share of this deficit.  Appleton, Neenah, and Menasha have already committed to this concept.  Administrator Hermus noted that Valley Transit cannot keep a reserve, so their ability to fund such a shortfall is the responsibility of the member communities.  If there is no deficit, the funds would remain with the Village of Kimberly.  The Board will consider this issue at their next Committee of the Whole Meeting.

Trustee Weber moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to accept the recommendation of the Kimberly Plan Commission and approve the landscape plan for the Assisted Living Facility on Schelfhout Lane.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
Trustee Weber moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the recommendation of Administrator Hermus and approve the request for educational reimbursement for Fiscal Manager Rein in the amount of $1,058.41.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the Request for Payment Number One from Vinton Construction Company in the amount of $135,230.91 for the 2008 Utility Contract.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the driveway variance request of New Page for their Maes Avenue West entrances, as recommended by Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard, at 72 and 55 feet.  This is smaller than the existing entrances for mill truck traffic.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve operator’s licenses for the following:

The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Administrator Hermus noted the request received several months ago from Buchanan residents along Emons Road requesting a stop sign on Emons Road at Woodstock Lane.  Since that request, Buchanan has adopted the Uniform Traffic Control Device Guide and contracted with the Outagamie County Sheriff’s Department to conduct a traffic study.  The study concluded that no traffic control devices are justified at that intersection.  The property owners have been notified of that finding.

C.E.D. Schaefer announced a $430 USTA Grant for the tennis program to fund an additional instructor.  This is due to the high number of participants in the program.

C.E.D. Schaefer noted the concerns from residents in Parkside Court regarding the ball games going past 11:00 p.m.  While this is in violation of the current ordinance, it has been standing policy for many years to allow games to continue until completed. The latest games are scheduled to start at 9:15 p.m., but they do occasionally go past 11:00.  This year on Thursday nights, games have gone until 11:30 twice already.  Kate Trinka noted that she feels the parks should be closed at 11:00 regardless of the games, and games should be ended at 11:00.  She was also concerned because when the police are called at 11:00, they do not kick the ball players out of the park.  The Board will place this issue on a future C.O.W. for discussion.
Administrator Hermus noted the results of the research regarding the large number of licensed vehicles on a residential property along North Main Street.  Very few communities regulate the number of vehicles, and Elm Grove does regulate “special interest vehicles”.  Staff will continue to work on this issue and bring a recommendation back to the Board for consideration.  The property owner has been sent a clean up order for the junk in the yard.

Bruce Champagne will begin trapping the Park Villas Pond this week for muskrats.  He is unsure if they are still present, as it appears they have abandoned this pond.  It may be too small for them, but he will set traps to make sure.
Trustee Weber moved, Hammen seconded the motion to adjourn into Closed Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.  It was noted that there will be no action following the closed session.

Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to reconvene into Open Session.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Hammen seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
