Trustee Trentlage moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve Resolution Number 10, Series of 2008, a resolution authorizing the Administrator/Clerk to set aside $2,830 of the Valley Transit 2007 excess local share for a possible fuel deficit in 2008.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve the request for payment from Accurate Appraisal for the 2008 Revaluation Project in the amount of $12,160.  This is a progress payment, with the Board of Review scheduled for June 20th.  The Open Book was very busy, but productive.  Only one property assessment objection form was taken out, with none returned to date.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to approve the recommendation of Chief Peterson to remove the crossing guard at Holy Spirit School, as requested by the new school administrator, effective next fall.  The no parking area around the school will also be amended to accommodate the new tenants.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the cost estimate of $2,200 to replace two identifier signs on U. S. Highway 41 as proposed by the Wisconsin Dept. of Transportation.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage noted that she attended a conference sponsored by Senator Petri.  His assistant told Trustee Trentlage to be persistent on the issue regarding postal delivery in the Emons Acres area.  At least annually, contact the Post Office regarding the issue.
Trustee Opsteen noted that he was here over the weekend, and people seemed confused about access to the Aspen/Birch/Cedar Rooms through the side door.  He was wondering if the door should be labeled as access to the Aspen/Birch/Cedar.

Todd Arnoldussen of Stifel Nicholas appeared before the Board regarding the reader board sign at their building along CE.  The current sign is not working, and they would like to replace it with the more current sign, with additional information being posted.  However, the current approval only allows the DOW Average.  President Kuen noted that the issue is currently being discussed, and he will place it back on the next Plan Commission agenda in July for discussion regarding the Business Park Covenants and any possibility of amending them to allow these reader board signs.
Trustee Weber questioned the lack of sidewalk between Doerfler Drive and Lang Way.  As there is no connection to existing sidewalk from this small area, except by crossing Kennedy, this is a problem for the children trying to get to schools.   After a short discussion, it was asked that a sidewalk order be posted with the next agenda for this area.

Trustee Hammen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to adjourn into Closed Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Weber moved, Hammen seconded the motion to reconvene into Open Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
