SPECIAL MEETING OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

JUNE 23, 2008

President Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees  Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber, and President Kuen.  Absent and excused was Trustee Gaffney.  Also present were Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard, Chief Peterson, and three citizens.

Trustee Weber moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve Resolution Number 11, Series of 2008, a resolution issuing sidewalk orders for four property owners in Highview Estates.  Administrator Hermus explained the request of the School District, and safety concerns.  Also, two of the properties were given extensions for sidewalks in previous years, and those extensions have expired.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the Tolling and Standstill Agreement with NCR Corp. and Appleton Papers for the Fox River cleanup issue.  It was noted that we are still named on the complaint but will be removed when the agreement is executed.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

The Board reviewed the proposed ordinance regarding storage of multiple vehicles on residential property.  The ordinance specifically addresses “antique or special use” vehicles, which is the current problem we are having in the community.  It is anticipated that the enforcement of the new ordinance could create some controversy, as the home owner could fight it.  However, the Board felt it was in keeping with the due care Kimberly residents feel is appropriate in the community.  It was also noted that this does not address homes with multiple vehicles.  As this issue has not been of concern, we are only addressing this specific problem at this time.  The Board asked that this ordinance be placed on the July 7th agenda for official action.
Trustee Weber moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to consider the recommendation of the Kimberly Plan Commission and approve the Certified Survey Map for Lot 21 of Emons Acres to create a single family attached dwelling unit.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Hammen seconded the motion to accept the recommendation of Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard and purchase the International Truck at a cost of $89,018.  It was noted that the old truck will be sold on eBay. The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Opsteen noted that there is a soil boring hole remaining open on the west side of the Sunset Pond, on top of the hill, near the trail.  Mr. Vanden Boogaard will address it tomorrow.  Also, tree watering brochures for new trees were not distributed to the home owners in Park Villas.  This was missed but will be done soon.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to adjourn into Closed Session as posted on the Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to reconvene into Open Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
