
REGULAR MEETING OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD – JULY 7, 2008

President Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber, and President Kuen.  Also present were Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard, Engineer Brad Werner of McMahon Associates, Chief of Police Peterson, Community Enrichment Director Schaefer, Lee Stumpf of Erickson and Associates, and 15 citizens.

Due to numerous visitors regarding an issue regarding the recent sidewalk orders, he asked permission from the Board to deviate from the agenda to hear the residents at this time.  The Board agreed.

Jane and Thomas Prouse of 764 Lang Way appeared before the Board regarding the recent sidewalk orders issued for the Kennedy Avenue side of their lots due to the safety of school children going to the Middle School, Mapleview School and Westside School.  She had a petition signed by most of the residents of the Third Addition to Highview Estates.  They asked that the school access be gained by installing a sidewalk through Liberty Park, and not in front of their homes.  She clarified the discussions she had with Administrator Hermus and all of the Board members regarding the issue.  She appreciated all of the contacts and information sharing getting to this point and asked that the Board rescind the sidewalk orders and install sidewalks through Liberty Park.

After some discussion, the Board asked staff to gather several items for the Board prior to rescinding the sidewalk orders:

1. Opinion from Attorney Fyfe regarding any liability the Village Board may be accepting by rescinding the orders when a known hazard exists.
2. A cost estimate and map for the sidewalks through Liberty Park.
3. The Outagamie County Sheriff’s Department agreement that this solution would remove the hazard which presently exists.

When this information is gained, the Board will reconsider the issue.

Trustee Hammen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to approve the minutes of the June meetings as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the bills and claims for the month of June as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the financial statements for the month of June as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve the minutes of the various Boards and Commissions for the month of June as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Lee Stumpf of Erickson and Associates presented the 2007 Audited Financial Statements.  He clarified the new cover letters that refer to “significant deficiencies”.  This verbiage is very disturbing to management staff and elected officials; however, it is not as bad as it seems.  Many of these issues have existed for years, and will continue to exist due to the small size of many communities and the lack of checks and balances. The Village of Kimberly received a clean, unqualified opinion.  The community is financially very healthy and continues to provide excellent safeguards for their budgets.  The surplus is over $3 million, including Trust Funds.  The 2007 surplus was about $70,000 for the General Fund. Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the 2007 Financial Statements as received.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Weber moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve Ordinance Number 4, Series of 2008, an ordinance regarding the storage of special interest vehicles.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Weber moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to approve Resolution Number 12, Series of 2008, a resolution approving the NR 208 Compliance Maintenance Report for the Kimberly Sanitary Sewer Utility.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the Request for Payment Number #2 from Vinton Construction Company for the 2008 Utility Contract in the amount of $114,684.45.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to approve the Request for Payment Number #1 from Vinton Construction Company for the 2008 Street Contract in the amount of $321,938.59.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Opsteen moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the mid-year salary adjustments as recommended, to be effective July 1, 2008.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the new Position Description and change in Pay Grade to 12 for the position of Street Commissioner.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Administrator Hermus noted the approval of the 2007 Audited Financial Statements from the Kimberly Water Utility.  The Commission did approve the report and is very pleased with the financial status of the utility.

Administrator Hermus noted the distribution of the 2008 CIP. This will be reviewed next Monday.  If Trustees have any questions, please contact the Department Manager or Administrator Hermus.
Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the Class “B” Retailers License for Paperfest 2008.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

The motion carried by majority vote of the Board, with Trustee Weber abstaining.

Administrator Hermus noted the receipt of the check from WE Energies in the amount of $87,000 for the Memorial Park Easement purchase.  Mr. Hermus will be depositing the check into the Park Improvement Trust Fund.  It does take Village Board approval to remove the funds from the Trust Fund for future use.

Chief Peterson reported that the FVMPD has received 22 LED stop sign paddles and 25 LED vests from the Department of Public Instruction for the crossing guards in both communities, valued at $4,000.  He also noted that they are trying to get a handle on the car and home burglaries.  Many are due to people not locking their vehicles and homes.

Community Enrichment Director Schaefer announced that the Park Department will be receiving a grant from Lowes. They will be donating materials for the park shelters we will be constructing this summer, greatly reducing our costs for these shelters.  The fireworks last night were very successful, with several donors making the event possible.

President Kuen noted that no information was received for discussion in closed session.

Trustee Hammen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
