REGULAR MEETING OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD
AUGUST 25, 2008


President Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage Weber and President Kuen.  Also present were Chief Peterson, Attorney Andy Rossmeissl and 12 citizens.

The Board discussed the proposed Ordinance Number 5, Series of 2008, an ordinance repealing and recreating the ordinance regulating the storage of special interest vehicles.  The letter from Attorney Koehler was reviewed.  Trustee Opsteen questioned the section regarding “enclosed structures” and wondered if that included fences.  He was concerned if the present fence served this purpose and if Mr. Van Dyn Hoven would be in compliance with that section.  It was noted by Attorney Rossmeissl that this refers to enclosed structures.  Administrator Hermus noted that in conversations with Attorney Koehler, it was noted that currently vehicles are stored in a shed, as well as the garage.  The definition of “enclosed structure” could be clarified.

President Kuen noted that if the issue is “vehicles” perhaps we should be regulating all vehicles, not just special interest vehicles.  Administrator Hermus noted that this was discussed in the past; however, presently the issue at hand is the special interest vehicles.  All vehicles could be regulated in the future.  Attorney Rossmeissl noted that he believes special interest vehicles should be addressed separately as they are specifically provided for in Wisconsin State Statute.  Administrator Hermus also clarified that the reason we are not addressing all vehicles at this time is that we do not have a parking problem with all vehicles at this time.  


Trustee Opsteen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to rescind Ordinance Number 4, Series of 2008.  Attorney Rossmeissl advised the Board to not rescind that ordinance as it is not part of tonight’s agenda.  Trustee Opsteen and Trentlage withdrew their motions.

After a long discussion, the Board asked that this ordinance be brought back to a committee of the whole for discussion and clarification.  President Kuen specifically asked that the Board discuss the number of vehicles allowed on residential property, and the issue of masking of vehicles by fences, shrubs, etc.  It was suggested that possibly both the special interest vehicles and all other vehicles could be discussed at the same time, with separate ordinances (as special interest vehicles are addressed in State Statute).

Trustee Opsteen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to table Ordinance Number 5, Series of 2008, regarding the keeping of special interest vehicles.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.  This issue will be placed on the September 15th agenda for further discussion.

Trustee Weber moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the Certified Survey Map for the property at 416 S. Washington Street.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.  Administrator Hermus noted the “occupation lines” noted on the CSM, as all property owners along this corridor have built over the lot lines.  While not an issue for the Board at this time, and not affecting this CSM, he wanted the Board to be aware of the issue.  This can be corrected by an Assessor Plat, or individually through a CSM.  Al Lamers of Lamers Realty noted that the residents were approached to correct this problem, but they were not interested due to the costs.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the signs for Appleton Christian School.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the landscape plan for Liberty Hall as amended to add outdoor gas fireplaces.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the request of Specialty Minerals to use Sidney Street from Maes Avenue to the North for all of their trucking needs.  With New Page closing, they will no longer have access to the wood yard for trucking purposes.

The request of Rider’s Saloon to be allowed to hold a street party outside at their bar, and close off Main Street from Kimberly Avenue to the School parking lot, was discussed.  After a long discussion, and the Chief’s objection to the potential problems this could cause, Trustee Kuen moved, Weber seconded the motion to deny the request.  The motion carried by majority vote of the Board, with Trustee Hruzek dissenting.

Carol Revoir was present to discuss her request to postpone her sidewalk replacement until next year.  She is unemployed, and this will pose a financial hardship.  Administrator Hermus noted that this is correcting a hazard and he would not recommend allowing it to be postponed.  There is a five year payment plan to allow for such issues.  Trustee Weber also noted that it could be put on the tax bill and postponed that way (although there would be interest on the balance).  After a discussion, Trustee Trentlage moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to allow Ms. Revoir to postpone the sidewalk repair/replacement until May 30, 2009, with the understanding that it is repaired this year, with a method acceptable to the Street Commissioner.  The motion carried by majority vote, with President Kuen dissenting.

Administrator Hermus shared the response from the U. S. Postal Service regarding mail identifier for mail delivered to the Emons Acres area.  We will continue our requests on a periodic basis.

Trustee Weber moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to approve an operator’s license for Brandi Miklos of Kimberly.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Administrator Hermus reviewed many of the issues being pursued regarding the mill closing.  He also shared information regarding employment by zip code, and the possible effects on the local real and personal property taxes into the future. President Kuen shared his conversation with the mill employees regarding the rally.  They invited the entire Village Board, and will reserve seating.  President Kuen feels it would be a great show of support for the event.

President Kuen noted that there will be no meeting next Monday as it is the holiday.  He also asked if the Board could meet at 5:30 on the 8th.  The Packers open the season at 6:00 against the Vikings.  The Board agreed to meet at 5:30 that evening.

Administrator Hermus noted that there may be another leak in the Sunset Pond.  We are currently investigating the issue, and will report back with the findings.  He wanted the Board to be aware of the issue as we will immediately begin remediation.  It would be our intention to complete any repairs prior to reconstruction of Sunset Park Road.

Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
