
REGULAR MEETING OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

SEPTEMBER 8, 2008


President Kuen called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Weber, and President Kuen.  Absent and excused was Trustee Trentlage.  Also present were Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard, Community Enrichment Director Schaefer, Chief Peterson, and four residents.

Trustee Opsteen moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the minutes of the August meetings as prepared.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Weber moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the bills and claims for the month of August as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve the financial statements for the month of August as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve the minutes of the various Boards and Commissions for the month of August, 2008.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve President Kuen’s appointment of Roger Stienen and Earl Strick to three-year terms on the Kimberly Water Commission.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to approve President Kuen’s appointment of Norb Karner to an unexpired term on the Kimberly Fire Commission through May, 2009.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Opsteen moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve President Kuen’s appointment of Greg Romanowski to a three-year term on the Alcohol, Tobacco and Other Drug Abuse Board.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Weber moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the recommendation of Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard to transfer $30,000 from the Sewer Utility Fund to repave a portion of the Street Department parking lot.  The motion carried by unanimous roll-call vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Hammen seconded the motion to approve the special condition and allow Rider’s Saloon to hold outdoor beer sales in their parking lot and sidewalk area on September 13th from 2:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m.  It was noted that the request to include the public street in the request was unacceptable.  The Chief is okay with the one-day event.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to deny the claim of Lane Gibson regarding a sewer backup and lateral cleaning.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Administrator Hermus reviewed the proposed Developers Agreement with U. S. Oil Company that will facilitate the placement of their new corporate headquarters in the CE Commercial Park.  The community is pleased to be once again working with U. S. Oil Company as they continue to grow and expand in the Village of Kimberly.  Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve the Developers Agreement with U. S. Oil Company in the CE Commercial Park.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve operator’s licenses for Jonathan M. Jeffers of Hilbert and Marne M. Helms of Kimberly.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard noted that several no parking signs around the Holy Spirit campus will be removed.  This has been discussed with Chief Peterson.  He also noted that four-hour parking around the New Page facility could be considered for removal.  It was decided that these should remain for the time being as the facility could be reopened in the next year.

Sunset Park Road is under construction and well underway.  It is officially closed to traffic until the project is complete.

Chief Peterson commended the New Page Union for a very well organized and well run rally on Saturday.  Although they had additional police on duty in case of any incidents, the event took place with no problems what so ever.

Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
