APRIL 27, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m.  Present:  Judy Stangel, Marcia Trentlage, Cathy Van Gompel, Cyndi Vander Pas, Rose Vander Velden, Youth Services Librarian Jill Hasseler, and Library Director Barbara Wentzel.  Excused:  Chuck Fischer, Margi Fuller, and Jim Moes.

ACTIONS
1.
Motion by Trentlage, 2nd by Vander Pas to approve the minutes of the March meeting.  Motion carried.

2.
Motion by Van Gompel, 2nd by Vander Velden to approve the invoices for March.  Motion carried.

3.
Motion by Vander Pas, 2nd by Trentlage to approve the submission of the Capital Improvements Plan for 2007-2011.  Motion carried.

DISCUSSIONS
1.
The minutes of the March meeting were presented.

2.
The invoices for March were presented.  The annual invoice for shared automation was included with the March invoices.  The trust fund shows the additions of the donation from the Hanegraaf family for the furnishings and materials for the Kimberly library as well as various service organizations for their support of the library's summer reading program.  The first half of the county aid payment from Outagamie County has been received from OWLS.

3.
The finished copy of the 2007-2011 capital improvements plan was presented.

4.
The final version of the 2005 annual report was distributed.  President Fuller signed the report and it was submitted to Madison and to OWLS earlier this month.

5.
The board was brought up to date on discussions concerning items listed in the existing capital improvement plan and various suggestions were made on the spending of the joint trust fund.
6.
A letter has been sent to attorney Doug Fyfe about the feasibility of the contract with a collection agency to collect outstanding bills on non-returned items.  No response has been received as yet.

7.
Various statistical reports are in the process of being created with the new automation system so the monthly report does not represent a true state of library activity to date.  Website activity has increased to over 22,000 uses in the past month.

8.
Hasseler reported on the activities of the youth department:  preparations are complete for school visits in May, a special needs group visited the library as did a family sciences group.

9.
Wentzel reported she has been asked to serve on an OWLS hiring committee to replace one of their automation specialist positions; she is giving a speech at the upcoming spring conference for public librarians in Wisconsin Rapids; she is serving on a Fox Cities-wide committee to explore the feasibility of a book festival in spring 2007; and the newsletter portion of the online book club has been added to the library's website.  Jackie Peerenboom has been appointed to the library board to replace Cathy Van Gompel who is leaving the board after more than 10 years of service.  The board thanked her for her many years of dedicated service.


The next meeting will be on May 25 at 6 p.m. at the Little Chute library.
