MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE

KIMBERLY-LITTLE CHUTE PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD
August 21, 2007
The meeting was called to order at 6:02 p.m.  Present:  Jim Moes, Judy Stangel, Marcia Trentlage, Uriah Van Ooyen, Cyndi Vander Pas, Rose Vander Velden, Youth Services Librarian Jill Hasseler, Library Director Barbara Wentzel.  Excused:  Margi Fuller, Jackie Peerenboom.

ACTIONS

1.
Motion by Trentlage, 2nd by Vander Velden to approve the minutes of the July meeting.  Motion carried.

2.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Stangel to approve the invoices for July.  Motion carried.

3.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Trentlage to approve the revised wording for the Internet and Wireless Use policy.  Motion carried.

4.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Stangel to revise the budget proposal for 2008 by removing $6000 from the trust fund revenue, $5000 from the outlay expenditures and $1000 from other line items and approve the remainder of the proposal in the amount of $580,782.  Yes:  6.  No:  0.  Motion carried.

DISCUSSION
1.
The minutes of the July meeting were presented.

2.
The invoices for July were presented for discussion.

3.
The board discussed a proposal to remove the prohibition on accessing streaming video through the library’s Internet and wireless connections and agreed to remove the phrase from the policy with the caveat that the staff retains the right to tell people to stop if bandwidth problems occur.
4.
Wentzel presented the 2008 budget proposal for discussion.  Since the library board had asked to try to phase in a restoration of capital improvement funds into the operational expenditures, Wentzel proposed allocating unexpended health insurance projections from 2007 into the revenue portion of the budget and add $5000 as a line item under outlay in the expenditures.  Following board discussion, it was agreed to keep capital funds out of the expenditures and continue to pay for them from the library’s trust fund.  Wentzel was instructed to remove $6000 from the revenue page and $5000 from the outlay expenditures plus an additional $1000 from other line items.

5.
Wentzel reported on plans for the library’s upcoming biennial book sale and the open house celebrating the Kimberly library’s 100th anniversary in 2007.

6.
The monthly report for July was presented.

7.
Hasseler presented the statistics for the 2007 summer library program and discussed plans for the fall preschool storytime.
8.
The board was advised of comments made to a recent radio call-in show and had the library’s policies on use of the public computers repeated. 


The next meeting of the library board is scheduled for Thursday, September 27 at 6 p.m. in Little Chute.  Because the library’s meeting room may be needed for preschool storytime, the board may need to meet elsewhere.  Little Chute’s President’s room was suggested as a possibility.
