MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE
KIMBERLY-LITTLE CHUTE PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD

DECEMBER 13, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m.  Present:  Jim Moes, Jackie Peerenboom, Judy Stangel, Marcia Trentlage, Uriah Van Ooyan, Rose Vander Velden, Youth Librarian Jill Hasseler, and Library Director Barbara Wentzel.  Excused were:  Margi Fuller and Cyndi Vander Pas.

ACTIONS
1.
Motion by Van Ooyen, 2nd by Vander Velden to approve the minutes of the November meeting.  Motion carried.

2.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Trentlage to approve the invoices for October and November.  Motion carried.

DISCUSSION

1.
The minutes of the November meeting were presented.

2.
Invoices for October and November were presented.

3.
Wentzel reported that thank you letters were sent to State Representative Kaufert and State Senator Ellis for sponsoring the SB214 legislation and to Governor Doyle for signing it into law.

4.
Letters were sent to State Representatives Ott and Nelson asking them to sponsor or co-sponsor legislation that continues the clean-up of language for Wisconsin Statutes 43.30 to allow libraries to retrieve materials that are not returned.  

5.
Wentzel reported that the Friends of the Library will be sponsoring their annual meeting on Thursday, February 21 and board members are invited.  The Friends have also agreed to purchase 50 copies of Blackbird House and 50 copies of Green Angel for the upcoming 2008 Community Reads Program.  T-shirts for library staff will also be purchased, courtesy of the Friends of the Library.

6.
Library Assistant Theresa Van Himbergen appeared before the board to discuss her recent throat surgery and her doctor’s feeling that the problem is environmentally related.  She asked for consideration to a recommendation to have air quality monitoring performed for both library facilities and described the various air quality issues that have occurred over the last several years in both locations but primarily in Little Chute.  Wentzel had asked Safety Director Al Schaefer to contact CVMIC about conducting air quality tests and the reply is that they have done it in other communities but recommended waiting to see if the doctor can find another source of the problem first.  Moes suggested purchasing two weather meters to monitor temperature and relative humidity and begin monitoring this on a daily basis.  Van Himbergen has decided to move up her retirement date to January 4, 2008 and will keep Wentzel informed of relevant information.  Wentzel also reported staff absences due to a variety of other family health issues but that staff members were working hard to make sure no shortages occurred for the various shifts.
7.
Wentzel updated the board on the upcoming Fox Cities Book Festival and 2008 Community Reads program.  A press conference was held on December 6 with coverage by TV and radio stations.  A separate press conference for the Community Reads program will be held on January 15 at the Copper Leaf Hotel and Wentzel will be contacting various village officials to see if they can attend.

8.
A letter was sent as a follow-up to the phone scam and the police have indicated that it would be possible to press charges for attempted identity theft if they persist.  The police said that the United States and Canada have an agreement to extradite people who commit this type of fraud and they would be willing to pursue this if the scam continues.  Van Ooyen suggested that since the scam is being done by fax and it may be possible to file charges for telephone scamming with the FCC as well.  Moes suggested that a policy be drafted to require approval of the library board before ads may be purchased; Wentzel will prepare that for the January meeting.

9.
The monthly reports for October and November were presented.  Wentzel explained that juvenile card statistics refer to the way children’s cards were processed under the old software system and it will take a while for more reliable juvenile statistics to be available.

Hasseler reported on the activities of the youth department:  storytime is finished for the fall program and registration will begin in January for the winter program; summer library program performers have been booked for the 2008 program; both Kimberly and Little Chute High Schools have been visited by the youth librarians who borrowed a laptop computer from OWLS and were able to update students’ library cards, pay off fines, register new cards, demonstrate the library’s catalog and show the students how to find materials online, place holds and check their accounts; a baby storytime is being explored and the youth librarians will be visiting other area libraries to see how such a program is done.

The next meeting will be in Kimberly on Thursday, January 24 at 6 p.m.  Stangel asked if someone would be willing to attend library legislative day on January 22 and Wentzel indicated she would go with Stangel if she can be excused from school.
On a motion by Trentlage, 2nd by Peerenboom, the meeting adjourned at 6:55 p.m.  Motion carried.
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
