MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE

KIMBERLY-LITTLE CHUTE PUBLIC LIBRARY

FEBRUARY 23, 2006

The meeting was called to order at 6:02 p.m.  Present:  Jim Moes, Judy Stangel, Marcia Trentlage, Cyndi Vander Pas, Rose Vander Velden, Youth Librarian Jill Hasseler, and Library Director Barbara Wentzel.  Excused:  Chuck Fischer, Margi Fuller and Cathy Van Gompel.
ACTIONS
1.
Motion by Trentlage, 2nd by Moes to approve the minutes of the January meeting.  Motion carried.

2.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Stangel to approve the semi-final invoices for December and the invoices for January.  Motion carried.

DISCUSSION

1.
The minutes of the January meeting were presented.

2.
The invoices for December and January were presented.  All bills except Audit and Workman's Compensation have been paid for 2005.  Amounts have been received for those two categories and will be finalized at next month's meeting.

3.
Wentzel reported that the network automation upgrade has been completed and is fully operational.  A few problems have occurred but the staff at OWLS is correcting them quickly as they surface.  Our staff is happy to be using the system and report few problems.  Because people may have delays in getting service as we learn the new system, we have cleaned house of leftover prizes from previous programs and we're giving them away to people to thank them for their patience.  The public is also responding favorably to the new online catalog.

The Friends of the Library hosted their wine and cheese tasting event on Feb. 2.  Several new members joined as a result.

The Kimberly library is receiving a $5000+  memorial donation in the name of Gregory and Donna Hanegraaf.  Donna was an active user of the library and a charter member in the monthly reader's group.  The family has designated the money to be used to purchase a "view and do toddler loft," an area rug for the children's space, bilingual books in Spanish and English, and children's books on CD.  Another donation of $500 was received in memory of Irene Dupont, another active and long-time patron of the library.  The board would like to have an article submitted to the village newsletter thanking the families for their donations and suggesting the library and the Friends of the Library as an ideal place for memorial funds.

Wentzel said that the monthly report would not look the same in the future as new statistics are made available.  February's report will probably not have circulation, accession or interlibrary loan activity but will be made available as soon as possible.  The library's website continues to show strong growth with 18,390 visits in January alone (this is a 134% increase from 2005.)

No meetings other than automation upgrade meetings were held in January.  Because of that no additional work has been done researching the use of a collection agency.

Hasseler reported that plans are underway in preparation for the summer reading program.  Storytime is once again in session.  She will be providing entertainment as The Cat in the Hat for the Darboy Kiwanis program celebrating the birthday of Dr. Seuss in March.  The youth librarians are visiting a Little Chute daycare in the near future.

Wentzel reported she will be interviewing candidates to replace a staff member who has retired on February 27 and 28.

Because of conflicts with the usual March meeting date, the library board will meet on March 30 instead of March 23 at 6 p.m. in Little Chute.  Trentlage reported on a program being sponsored by the Wisconsin Retired Educators' Association to assist the D'Iberville, Mississippi Middle School with the rebuilding of its library as a result of the devastation of Hurricane Katrina.  A poster will be placed in each library promoting this cause.
On a motion by Trentlage and a 2nd by Stangel, the meeting adjourned at 6:40 p.m.
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
