MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE

KIMBERLY-LITTLE CHUTE PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD

FEBRUARY 28, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:02 p.m.  Present:  Jim Moes, Jackie Peerenboom, Judy Stangel, Cyndi Vander Pas, Rose Vander Velden, Youth Services Librarian Louise Van Hammond, and Library Director Barbara Wentzel.  Excused were:  Margi Fuller, Marcia Trentlage, and Uriah Van Ooyen.

ACTIONS
1.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Peerenboom to approve the minutes of the January meeting.  Motion carried.

2.
Motion by Stangel, 2nd by Vander Pas to approve the invoices for December and January.  Motion carried.

3.
Motion by Peerenboom, 2nd by Vander Velden to approve the retirement certificates for Theresa Van Himbergen and Pat Austin.  Motion carried.
4.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Peerenboom to approve revision number 30 to the library’s policy manual with changes as noted and to post the policy in the libraries.  Motion carried.

DISCUSSION
1.
The minutes of the January meeting were presented.

2.
The invoices for December and January were presented.  With the exception of annual audit and workman’s compensation charges, the invoices for 2007 are complete.

3.
Van Hammond presented the youth services report:  the winter storytime session has completed four of its eight weeks; the youth librarians attended the kickoff program for the summer library program at Mosquito Hill and they will be experimenting with a revised prize structure for the 2008 program; they will be hosting discussion sessions for the teen title in the community reads program; and they will be presenting a storytime program at the book fair for the upcoming Fox Cities Book Festival.  Following her presentation, Van Hammond was excused from the meeting.

4.
Certificates acknowledging over 10 years of service were authorized on the retirements of Theresa Van Himbergen and Pat Austin.  Moes was authorized to sign the certificates of recognition.

5.
Wentzel reported on a workshop she attended on managing security in the library.  The program was presented by a nationally recognized library security expert (Warren Graham from the Charlotte-Mecklenburg, NC library) who made a variety of suggestions for libraries to consider including having written policy that gives the library (i.e. board or staff) authorization to refuse service for cause and to post a policy statement at both libraries which says:  “any behavior that is disruptive to library use is prohibited.”  A staff committee will be meeting to discuss additional recommendations to be presented to the library board at a future meeting.  The board discussed the revision being suggested to the library’s usage policy and approved the revision with some changes to the wording.
6.
Wentzel announced that CVMIC (Cities and Villages Mutual Insurance Company) will be offering a day long workshop on May 19 called “Succession Planning” and recommended that members of the library board consider attending the program.
7.
The Friends of the Library held their annual meeting on February 21 and offered a program on beer tasting with a discussion of the various styles of beer being produced internationally.

Wisconsin author Sandra Kring will be appearing at the Kimberly library on April 19 as part of the upcoming Fox Cities Book Festival.  The authors and editors of combination cookbook/family memories called “Apple Betty and Sloppy Joe” will be appearing at the Little Chute library on April 19 as part of the same festival.  Posters announcing an additional appearance by Fox Cities Communities Read author Alice Hoffman were given to the board members who represent the school districts.  Almost 40 national, state, and local authors have signed contracts to appear at the festival taking place during National Library Week in April.  The website at http://www.focol.org/bookfest will have detailed information beginning next week about this first annual book festival.
9.
The monthly report was distributed.
10.
Wentzel reported on miscellaneous information:  a thank you letter was received from the family of Phyllis Linder (secretary of the Friends of the Library) for the flowers sent on her recent death; a letter from State Assembly Representative Al Ott was read to the board indicating his interest in sponsoring additional language to clean up section 43.30 of the state statutes in the next legislative session; the next library board meeting will be in Kimberly at 6 p.m. on March 27.
