MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE

KIMBERLY-LITTLE CHUTE PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD

FEBRUARY 22, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 6:02 p.m.  Present:  Margi Fuller, Jim Moes, Jackie Peerenboom, Judy Stangel, Marcia Trentlage, Cyndi Vander Pas, Rose Vander Velden, Youth Services Librarian Louise Van Hammond, Library Director Barbara Wentzel.  Excused:  Steve Ransbottom.
ACTIONS
1.
Motion by Trentlage, 2nd by Vander Velden to approve the minutes of the January meeting.

2.
Motion by Fuller, 2nd by Vander Pas to approve the revised invoices for December and the January invoices.  Motion carried.

3.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Stangel to defer action on item 9 from the January meeting actions to allow the director to confer with the auditors about allocating donated monies to the Friends of the Library.  Motion carried.

4.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Peerenboom to put the completed annual report on the March library board agenda.  Motion carried.

DISCUSSIONS
1.
The minutes of the January meeting were presented.
2.
The revised invoices for December 2006 and the January 2007 invoices were presented.

3.
Wentzel distributed copies of State Statutes 43.58(1) and discussed SB-1 which specifically will allow library boards to allocate donated monies to a 501(c)(3) organization that fully supports the public library.  Rather than rescind the board's action from January, the board decided to defer action on its decision and requested that the director speak with the auditors before depositing unspecified donated monies with the Friends of the Library.

4.
Because the Wisconsin Library Association is working on draft language to rectify a portion of State Statutes 43.30 in response to the Attorney General's opinion of November 27, 2006, it was suggested that letters to our legislators asking for their support for a change be postponed until exact wording has been finalized and legislation is proposed.  The board agreed to postpone the letters.

5.
The Friends of the Library held their annual meeting on February 15, 2007 followed by a wine and cheese tasting event.  About 30 people were in attendance with memberships started or renewed and several new lifetime memberships taken.

6.
The Fox Cities Community Reads program is in progress.  Over 400 copies of the book Nickel & Dimed are in circulation with holds on copies as they are returned to the libraries.  Discussion programs are occurring throughout the Fox Cities.

7.
The monthly report for January was presented.

8.
Van Hammond reported that 173 children are enrolled in 11 preschool storytime programs and all waiting lists have been eliminated.  Kimberly hosted a kickoff program for area youth librarians for the 2007 summer library program.  The library will not be participating in the Culver's coloring contest this year and will evaluate the program for future years.  A variety of school visits will take place in March.  Co-youth librarian Jill Hasseler will once again play the role of Cat in the Hat to celebrate the birthday of Dr. Seuss in March.

9.
Under miscellaneous activities Wentzel reported that the 2008 Festival of the Book is making progress.  Poet and author Naomi Shahib Nye and former U.S. Poet Laureate Billy Collins are confirmed as available during National Library Week in 2008.  Additional authors are being checked on in conjunction with the Lawrence University English Department.


The 2006 annual report is almost ready for submission and will be placed on the agenda for the March meeting for approval.


Wentzel reported on the watch she received from the Kimberly Village Board in honor of her 25+ years of service with the library.


Vander Velden announced her decision to reapply for the library board on the expiration of her term.


The next meeting will be on March 22 at 6 p.m. at the Kimberly library's meeting room.
