MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE

KIMBERLY-LITTLE CHUTE PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD

JANUARY 24, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:06 p.m.  Present:  Jim Moes, Jackie Peerenboom, Marcia Trentlage, Uriah Van Ooyen, Cyndi Vander Pas, Rose Vander Velden, Youth Services Librarian Jill Hasseler, and Library Director Barbara Wentzel:  Excused:  Margi Fuller and Judy Stangel.

ACTIONS:
1.
Motion by Trentlage, 2nd by Vander Pas to approve the minutes of the December meeting.  Motion carried.

2.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Trentlage to approve the preliminary invoices for December.  Motion carried.

3.
Motion by Trentlage, 2nd by Peerenboom to authorize $16,400 for the library’s 2008 capital improvements purchases from the joint library trust fund.  Motion carried.

DISCUSSIONS:
1.
The minutes of the December meeting were presented.

2.
The preliminary invoices for December were presented.  Most invoices have been paid, including staff salaries but there are some late arrivals to be paid from the 2007 capital purchases.

3.
Capital expenditures planned for 2008 include play spaces in the children’s areas, predominantly in Little Chute and wall-mounted combination TV/VCR/DVD players for public performance of programs and movies within the libraries.  The board agreed to authorize the funds from the joint trust fund to cover the planned purchases for 2008.  

4.
Wentzel reported that the Department of Public Instruction is in the process of formulating the language for a bill that would allows libraries to retrieve non-returned materials using outside agencies.  Both Representative Ott’s and Nelson’s offices have been in contact with DPI and the library.  Legislation is planned to be proposed for the next legislative session and both legislators are interested in seeing the proposed language and will consider it for sponsorship.  Wentzel plans to write to DPI to be kept informed on the progress so that additional contact may be made with the legislators.

5.
Building safety issues were discussed.  Wentzel has met with both administrators and with the joint maintenance department to discuss areas of concern with air quality in both libraries.  Humidity levels are being monitored and cost estimates are being developed for cleaning the duct work.  Air filters are being changed regularly and are not showing signs of unacceptable levels of dirt.  No mold or mildew has been observed and it was noted that the glue had held well during Little Chute’s carpet replacement project.  Since no formal complaint has been received, the board decided to table the issue until such time as further information is available or a formal complaint is received.

6.
Wentzel updated the board on the Community Read 2008 program and the Fox Cities Book Festival.  Author Alice Hoffman is the featured author for the Community Read program and she will be appearing to discuss her books Blackbird House and Green Angel on April 17 and 18 in conjunction with the Fox Cities Book Festival.  Various discussions will additionally be held in both Kimberly and Little Chute to discuss both books.  The book festival will be held from April 16-20 with venues throughout the Fox Cities.  Kimberly will be hosting author Sandra Kring on Saturday, April 19 to discuss her book Book of Bright Ideas; Little Chute will concurrently host Professor Ed Kern with the topic “The Wisdom of Harry Potter” followed by a fantasy and science fiction panel on Saturday, April 19.

7.
The monthly report for December was presented.

8.
Hasseler reported that the winter session of preschool storytime will begin the week of January 28.

9.
Various miscellaneous issues were mentioned:  a replacement for Theresa Van Himbergen will start working on January 29.  Her name is Marsha Hastings.  Library Assistant Pat Austin has announced her retirement effective February 28.  Her replacement, Kathy Hinton, will begin work on March 3.


Wentzel has attended demonstration programs for a PC management system that will be provided to all OWLSnet members.  This system will allow for computerized management of all public access PCs with centralized oversight handled by the library systems.

The Friends of the Library will have their annual meeting on Thursday, February 21 at 6:30 p.m. followed by a beer tasting event with the Post Crescent’s Beer Man, Todd Haefer providing discussion of a variety of beers.


The next library board meeting will be on February 28 at 6 p.m. at the Little Chute library.

On a motion by Van Ooyen, 2nd by Peerenboom, the meeting adjourned at 6:44 p.m.
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
