Budget documents have been received from both villages with mid-August due dates.  The library board agreed to meet on August 19 to review the budget proposal before submission to the administrators.  The joint budget hearing will be in Little Chute on Wednesday, October 8.  Wentzel reported that the 2009 budget proposal will include salaries for herself and her replacement as well as her sick leave buyout on retirement.

The Kimberly library will close at 5 p.m. on Tuesday, August 29 for a computer upgrade.
