JULY 24, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m.  Present:  Margi Fuller, Jim Moes, Jackie Peerenboom, Judy Stangel, Marcia Trentlage, Uriah Van Ooyen, Cyndi Vander Pas, Rose Vander Velden, Youth Services Librarian Louise Van Hammond, and Library Director Barbara Wentzel.

ACTIONS

Motion by Trentlage, 2nd by Vander Pas to approve the minutes of the June meeting.  Motion carried.

Motion by Moes, 2nd by Van Ooyen to approve the invoices for June.  Motion carried.

Motion by Van Ooyen, 2nd by Peerenboom to approve the revision to the library’s internet and wireless use policy.  Motion carried.

DISCUSSION

The minutes of the June meeting were presented.

Board members and staff discussed responses received from state legislators regarding their communication on SB214.

Wentzel presented a revision to the library’s Internet and Wireless Use Policy to include a phrase in the section on unacceptable use to read “or illegally download copyright protected materials.”  The board agreed to add this section and asked Wentzel to question OWLS on how long restrictions would be needed on streaming video as well as to discuss the use of a front page to force all computer users to agree to abide by the policies established by the board before being given access to the Internet.  Wentzel will report back at the next meeting.

A $500 grant has been received from the Omicron Chapter of Delta Kappa Gamma to purchase bi-lingual materials for children and/or teens for the Little Chute library location (a grant had previously been received for the Kimberly location in an earlier year.)

6.
The monthly report was presented.

7.
Van Hammond reported that the summer library program was wrapping up with a bonus program being offered on July 25.  The pool party that ended the program brought 467 people to the Doyle Park Pool.  A CSI-type program was offered in June in Little Chute and will be offered July 26 in Kimberly for teens in cooperation with Fox Valley Metro.  Preschool storytime plans are underway with the program scheduled to begin September 17.

8.
Publicity has begun for the biennial book sale in Kimberly August 22-24.  A banner has been mounted on the west side of the Kimberly library commemorating 100 years of public library service to the community in 2007 in preparation for the library’s open house on September 22.


The next meeting of the library board will be on August 21 with the 2008 budget proposal on the agenda.
