MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE

KIMBERLY-LITTLE CHUTE PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD

JUNE 19, 2007

The meeting was called to order at 6:05 p.m.  Present:  Jim Moes, Jackie Peerenboom, Marcia Trentlage, Uriah Van Ooyen, Cyndi Vander Pas, Rose Vander Velden, Youth Services Librarian Jill Hasseler, and Library Director Barbara Wentzel.  Excused:  Margi Fuller and Judy Stangel.

ACTIONS

1.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Trentlage to approve the minutes of the April 26, 2007 meeting.  Motion carried.

2.
Motion by Trentlage, 2nd by Vander Pas to approve the invoices for April and May.  Motion carried.

3.
Motion by Trentlage, 2nd by Peerenboom to transfer $300 from the Programs budget to the Advertising budget.  Motion carried.

4.
Motion by Peerenboom, 2nd by Vander Velden to elect Jim Moes as President of the Library Board.  Motion carried.

5.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Peerenboom to increase the library director's salary by $636 to be annualized at $60,553 effective July 1, 2007.  Motion carried.

6.
Motion by Vander Velden, 2nd by Vander Pas to increase each of the youth service librarians' salaries by $500 to $17.65 per hour and annualize the position to $36,714 effective July 1, 2007.  Motion carried.
DISCUSSIONS
1.
The minutes of the April meeting were presented.

2.
Invoices for April and May were presented for discussion.

3.
A budget adjustment of $300 was requested from Programs to Advertising to pay for an ad in the Post Crescent Family section of June 1.  A suggestion was made to ask OWLS to advertise the summer library program for all system libraries for future years if this year's ad proves successful.

4.
Following board discussion, Jim Moes was elected as President of the Library Board.

5.
Midyear salary adjustments for the library director and youth librarians were discussed and authorized.  Hasseler and Van Hammond were each granted an increase of $500; Wentzel was put at the top of the salary structure to $60,553.  Increases will become effective on July 1, 2007.
6.
Wentzel updated the board on legislation being proposed to amend State Statutes 43.30.  She spoke with Paul Nelson, the Wisconsin Library Association's legislative advocate who told her to have board members call, write, or e-mail area legislators in support of the language to amend this section of the statute.  Wentzel will provide access to copies of the proposed wording as well as informational access to area legislators to members of the library board.

7.
Information was provided about upcoming plans to celebrate the Kimberly library's 100th anniversary in 2007.  An open house sponsored by the Friends of the Library will be held on Saturday, September 22 from 10-2.  Entertainment, food, and prizes will all be provided.  Wentzel will discuss having a banner mounted on the municipal building with Kimberly Administrator Hermus and prepare a request for the Village Board if needed.

8.
The Friends of the Library held their quarterly meeting on June 6.  Nancy Wood was elected President of the group.  The treasury has about $4500 in it.  Plans were updated for the Friends-sponsored upcoming biennial book sale on August 22-24 in Kimberly.  Various discount packages will be available for members of the Friends.  The 3rd Thursday programs will continue in 2007-2008 and will be scheduled in Little Chute's Civic Center.

9.
Wentzel reported that the carpet and tile project has been completed in Little Chute's library.

10.
The monthly reports for April and May were presented.

11.
Hasseler reported that 4885 children and young adults were visited during the month of May to promote the summer library program.  Following the completion of Week 1 of the program 1480 people are registered participants.

12.
Wentzel reported that library staff member Shirley Allard has retired and Judy Clark was hired to replace her.
