MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE 

KIMBERLY-LITTLE CHUTE PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD

JUNE 24, 2008

The meeting was called to order at 6:02 p.m.  Present:  Jim Moes, Marcia Trentlage, Uriah Van Ooyen, Cyndi Vander Pas, Co-Youth Librarians Jill Hasseler and Kathy Tomasovic, Library Director Barbara Wentzel, and OWLS Director Rick Krumwiede.

ACTIONS
1.
Motion by Trentlage, 2nd by Van Ooyen to approve the minutes of the May meeting.  Motion carried.

2.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Trentlage to approve the invoices for May.  Motion carried.

3.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Vander Pas to approve a midyear salary increase for Hasseler of $.48 per hour as of July 1 and to place Tomasovic at the beginning of the 1st quartile for the Youth Service position upon completion of probationary employment.  Motion carried.

4.
Motion by Van Ooyen, 2nd by Trentlage to authorize a $1000 bonus to Wentzel in lieu of a midyear salary increase effective July 1, the funds to come from the joint trust fund.  Motion carried.

DISCUSSION
1.
The minutes of the May meeting were presented for discussion.
2.
Invoices for May were presented.  It was noted that several organizational donations had been received to supplement the summer library program and memorial money was received to purchase a video/DVD player for the Little Chute library.

3.
OWLS Director Rick Krumwiede gave a presentation on planning for the succession of the library’s director in 2009.  He distributed various documents to assist the board in the process over the next year and answered a variety of questions from board members. 

4.
Kathy Tomasovic was introduced to the board as the new Co-Youth Librarian to replace Louise Van Hammond who retired.

5.
Midyear salary adjustments were discussed.  The adjustment for Tomasovic will take place upon completion of her probationary period as youth librarian at which time she will move to the base pay for the position in the classification schedule.  Hasseler was allocated a $.48 per hour increase as of July 1.  Wentzel is at the top of the pay scale for her position and is not eligible for an increase; however, the board decided to grant a bonus from the library’s trust fund in lieu of an increase in salary.

6.
The 2009 Fox Cities Community Reads and Fox Cities Book Festival were discussed.

7.
Hasseler reported on the activities of the youth department:  a total of 1387 children, teens and adults are registered in the summer library program (924 children, 307 teens, and 156 adults); several summer school and tot lots have visited the library with 138 children; 520 people have attended programs in the first two weeks of the summer library program.

8.
Wentzel reminded board members of the upcoming blood drive sponsored by the library on June 30.


The security cameras have been installed in both libraries and each location may be monitored from the other location.


Commendations for several staff members were noted for an incident that occurred on June 13 and action will be placed on the agenda for the July board meeting.

The next library board meeting will be Tuesday, July 22 at 6 p.m. at the Kimberly library.
