Motion by Trentlage, 2nd by Moes to approve the minutes of the September meeting.  Motion carried.

Motion by Stangel, 2nd by Peerenboom to approve the invoices for September and October.  Motion carried.

Motion by Trentlage, 2nd by Moes to authorize an expenditure of up to $2,000 for the Fox Cities Reads 2009 program, with the funds to come from either the library’s trust fund or 2009 Program budget at the discretion of the director.  Motion carried.

Wentzel announced the Kimberly had approved the 2009 budget and that Little Chute would be doing so at its November 19 meeting.

Wentzel reported that she has sent a draft ad for her position to OWLS Director Rick Krumwiede for review before sending it on to the entire Search Committee.  Stangel will be creating a gmail account as it gets closer to having a need for it.

The libraries in Appleton, Kaukauna, Kimberly-Little Chute, Menasha, Neenah, and UW Fox Valley Center will be having Michael Perry speak at their library.  As a result, all of the libraries are being asked to contribute $2,000 toward the cost of bringing him to the Fox Cities for three days in April 2009.  Following discussion, the board agreed to authorize the funds.

Wentzel reported on the staff in-service training program held in Little Chute on November 12.  The time-out software for the public PCs was installed and staff was trained on the use of the program.

Hasseler reported that storytime is ending next week for the Fall session.  Co-Youth Librarian Tomasovic was informed that she had won a vendor’s door prize at the Wisconsin Library Association conference.  A sofa, chair and ottoman for the young adult area in Kimberly will be delivered within the next several weeks.  Hasseler and Tomasovic attended a workshop on various game activities for public library environments.

Wentzel reported that she, Hasseler, and Tomasovic attended the annual library conference in early November.  A program on gadgets is being offered at OWLS in the near future.  Online learning programs sponsored by OWLS and other library systems are also available to staff members.


Board members expressed an interest in having their board packets sent via e-mail with paper copies provided as backup.  That will take effect with the January 2009 meeting.
