Wentzel reported on plans for the upcoming Fox Cities Book Festival and passed around mock-up copies of the brochure to be available soon.  Pages from the website were also shown that include the full schedule for the festival.

Van Hammond reported on activities of the youth department:  preschool storytime has ended for the current session, the youth librarians visited the Waupaca library to observe a “babygarten” session that will be developed for our libraries, and they will be reading at 11 a.m. on April 19 at the book fair during the book festival, discussions are taking place for the community reads title for teens (Green Angel), there are four daycare visits held or coming up, and they will be attending a book fair at J.R. Gerritts Middle School.

A thank you card had been received for the books donated to Father Ebben’s mission.


Van Hammond reported on a blood drive to be sponsored by the library in honor of one of the library’s regular juvenile patrons who has been diagnosed with cancer.  The drive will be located in the parking lot of the Kimberly Municipal Center on either June 17 or 24 [note:  due to scheduling conflicts, the date has been set as June 30].  At a Kimberly departmental meeting a variety of suggestions were given to involve all Kimberly and Little Chute village employees as well as the public in general to help make the drive a success.  Van Hammond will be coordinating the plans for the event and board members will also be invited to participate.
