Motion by Moes, 2nd by Stangel to ask village administrators about the feasibility of having OWLS install a network cable into the civic wings of both buildings at their cost.  Motion carried.

The board was informed that no information from the auditors has been communicated at this time.

The board asked for a letter to be sent from the board in support of proposed legislation to amend the library record confidentiality law.

Questions were raised about other groups using the civic rooms for other programs besides library functions.  Because of the regulations with Badgernet, it isn't possible as subsidized access is only available to schools and public libraries at this time by State law.   The group agreed that this was a starting point to get Internet access throughout both buildings.  It was agreed upon that the village administrators should be asked for permission to have the work done by OWLS.

The board was pleased with samples of carpeting and rubber tile for the Little Chute library.  Stangel asked that e-mails be sent to schools and the board to inform about the dates that the Little Chute library will be closed.

The board had no comment on the Fox Cities Reads 2007 and the Fox Cities Book Festival 2008 projects.

Van Hammond announced that storytime will be ending next week.  Summer library program grants were approved this week with $860.00 being awarded to Kimberly-Little Chute.  She also said the aware was less than last year because more libraries requested the grant money this year.  Jill and Louise are having day care in-house visits and away visits.  We are again promoting the SLP through the YMCA's Health Day with bookmarks.
