COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

NOVEMBER 27, 2006

Chairman Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustee Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Weber and President Kuen.  Absent and excused was Trustee Trentlage.  Also present were Municipal Judge Schumann, Clerk of Courts Tessen and seven (7) residents.

Municipal Judge Schumann and Clerk of Courts Tessen explained the request to acquire the new TiPPS Software and training to coordinate citations with the State DOR, FVMPD and local Municipal Courts.  While the cost is expensive, there are state grants available to help offset the acquisition of the package.  This grant is a joint effort between Combined Locks, Little Chute and Kimberly.  The grant is for all three communities, and it is anticipated it will be approved as such.  It is being recommended that the project be pursued, dependent upon receipt of the state grant.  The Board agreed with the proposal, and approved the Court to apply for the grant.  If the grant is received for a lesser amount, the Court must come back to the Village Board for consideration.  If the grant is not approved, the group will reapply again next go around.  The possibility of using a collection agenda was discussed.  However, the cCurt has methods to collect back fines which a collection agency does not (license revocation, writs, etc.), and they take a percentage.
The Committee received the letter from Herrling Clark Law Offices regarding the pending approval of the ponds in Emons Acres and CE Business Park by Garners Creek Storm Water Utility.  It is anticipated the approval will be at the Garners Creek Meeting in December.  This is in response to our conditional approval of the agreement, pending their approval of the ponds.

The Committee discussed the continued use of the property at 117 W. Kimberly Avenue by Jeff Nass.  After some discussion, it was agreed to allow Mr. Nass to continue to remove the interior of the property, as long as the windows are covered.  We will then give Mr. Nass 30 days prior to demolition to finish removal of the exterior.  This will be relayed to Mr. Nass in writing.
The Committee received the information regarding the CE Pedestrian Access Trail.  This is being discussed further by the Committee at their next meeting, and grant applications will be considered.  The information is being shared to provide the Village Board with knowledge of the possible location and cost estimates.

Administrator Hermus noted the lack of closure at the Block property at 617 E. Oak Street. The last two closings fell through due to financing.  The realtor continues to market the property on behalf of Mr. Block.   The property is relatively clean.  After a short discussion, it was asked that this be placed on next week’s agenda and a date be established for transfer of the property, or condemnation will be pursued.
Administrator Hermus shared the final tax rate numbers for all taxing jurisdictions in the Village of Kimberly.  The information has been sent to the Outagamie County Treasurer, and tax bills will be prepared for mailing.
Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
