COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD
DECEMBER 10, 2007

Chairman Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber and President Kuen.  Also present were Engineer Werner, Building Inspector Vander Velden, Clyde Weycker of GV Developments, and seven (7) citizens.

The Committee discussed the Community Band’s budget request to have the Village participate in the instrument capital fund drive.  The funding request of $3,250 was eliminated from the 2008 budget due to spending constraints.  During budget discussions, a dollar for dollar match was suggested.  After some discussion, it was agreed to solicit ideas from the Kimberly Community Band and then discuss their ideas at a future meeting.
The Committee discussed the sanitary sewer rate increase for the Village of Kimberly.  The rate increase is 16%, while the HOVMSD is increasing their rates to us at 20%.  The issue of I & I reduction was discussed using the information contained in the report to explain the rate increase.  The surcharges were discussed and the anticipation that they will decrease as we proceed with our sanitary sewer projects.  It was also clarified that the increases we have seen the last few years will last one more year (2009).  At that point, the final bond will be part of the budget for the HOVMSD and will be reflected in the rates.

The Fees and Fines for the Storm Water Utility were reviewed.  It was noted that these are the amounts discussed during the ordinance discussion.  Staff is recommending these rates as they are “middle of the road” relative to area communities.  It was also cautioned that they may need to be “tweaked” in the future when we determine if we are recouping our inspection and review costs.  This is not a money maker for the community, just reimbursement for our costs.  Due to our limited growth area, there will not be a tremendous amout of projects for the community.

The proposed agreement with GV Developments/Kimberly Park Villas to plant a row of arborvitae along the northwest line of the development was discussed.  GV Developments and the residents would like a “green fence” to deter people from cutting through private property to access the park and to buffer the car lights in the parking lot.  Staff has met with the entities and agrees the proposal would benefit the development.  There was a consensus that the plantings should be a mix of arborvitae and other green plantings.  There was also an error in the language which will be corrected.  This agreement will be cleaned up and considered for approval at next week’s meeting.
The Committee reviewed the Request for Payment from Accurate Appraisal for the 2008 revaluation project in the amount of $43,690.  There was a short discussion regarding the progress of the project and the professional nature of the crew.  There was some general discussion regarding the approach used by the appraisers and the equipment used to measure the homes.  It was clarified that they are following established appraisal standards.  The pay request will be placed on next Monday’s agenda for action.
Administrator Hermus asked that the Budget Workbooks be returned for reuse, and indicate if you would like the pages returned or purged.

Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
