COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD
DECEMBER 12, 2005

Chairman Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Coenen, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber and President Kuen.  Also present were two citizens.

The Committee discussed the creation of a Farmer’s Market Ordinance for the community.  With the YMCA seriously considering a weekly Farmer’s Market in 2006, this ordinance would protect the residents regarding issues involving weights and measures.  The Regulations of Operations was also discussed as an aside to the Ordinance.  There were several questions to clarify the ordinance and policy. The Board asked that this be placed on next Monday’s Agenda for official adoption.
The Committee discussed the new Floodplain Zoning Ordinance as recommended by the Wisconsin DNR.  This is necessary to conform to FEMA Standards and remain eligible for FEMA aid in the case of a flood.  The changes are mostly procedural to bring the ordinance up to date, since it was last updated in 1986.  Several communities were contacted, and they have already adopted the ordinance in its form.  The DNR is reviewing the document, which is required prior to official adoption by the community.  This will be brought back to the Board in January for official action.
The Committee discussed the proposed rate increase for sewer user fees, and the process used to formulate the increase.  The Committee understood the reason for the increase, and the imperical data used to determine the new rate.  The remaining issue would be the implementation date.  After a short discussion, it was agreed that the rate would be effective to coincide with the water rate increase currently being considered by the Kimberly Municipal Water Utility, presently targeted for March or April.
The Committee discussed the request of Chief Peterson to accept a donation in the amount of $2,670 to be used to purchase a pediatric capable defibrillator.  The Committee felt this was a worthwhile cause, and asked that it be placed on next Monday’s Agenda for official action.

The Committee discussed the request of Chief Peterson to accept a donation in the amount of $7,000 to be used to purchase an Electronic Identification Program for Children.  It was noted that this would be used by the PSLO’s in school to produce a data base for the parents to keep on a disk.  There were a few questions regarding retention of the data, and staffing to implement.  Administrator Hermus was unsure if the data would be retained by the Metro.  The program will be administered by the PSLO’s in the schools, and no additional staffing will be required.
Administrator Hermus shared with the Committee a letter from the Fox Valley Humane Society regarding stray animals and the fee structure for local communities.  It was noted that the annual cost of almost $12,000 shown in the letter is for Kimberly and Little Chute combined, as the program is billed to Police Departments.  The Metro will have representation at the December 21st meeting to discuss the issue and determine the direction.  Presently, we have more questions than answers regarding the change in policy and fees.
Administrator Hermus informed the Committee that he has received a Jury Summons for the month of January.  There may be some last minute issues with meetings as he becomes unavailable.

Administrator Hermus informed the Committee that the new Workmen’s Comp. Experience Modification has been reduced from .85 to .71.  This will save the community about $6,000 in Workmen’s Comp. premiums in 2006.  President Kuen noted that this is a direct reflection of staff who take employee safety seriously.
Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
