The meeting of the Kimberly Amphitheater Board of Directors was called to order at 4:35 PM.

2. Financial Report  - Al Schaefer reported an account balance of  $ 6,251.72 as of March 24, 2004.

3. Update on the 2004 Sunday at the Amphitheater sponsorship/promotion

Marcia Trentlage reported that all but one of the 2003 sponsors will be continuing to support the program in 2004.   The Darboy Kiwanis will contribute $ 800.00 from the Pancake-Porky Breakfast.  Marcia indicated that she has made contract with numerous new business sponsors, and many are considering a sponsorship.   

Al Schaefer reported that the posters and statement stuffers are set to go, once the sponsorship is complete.  WHBY Radio will run 50 spots on Sundays during the summer.  The Community Color Mailer ad is set to go.  

4. KADI Improvement Fund Expenditure

The committee discussed the acquisition of new chairs for the Amphitheater.  Prices from several vendors were reviewed.  Marcia Trentlage is following up with KI Outlet of Green Bay. 

Motion by Al, seconded by Laure Pynenberg to authorize the purchase of chairs from the vendor with the best price for the product.  Motion carried.

5. Shakespeare festival Fees

The Board discussed the fee for the Shakespeare Festival on August 21, 2004.  Motion by Laure Pynenberg, seconded by Meggie De Wild to set the rental fee at $ 250.00 for 2004 Shakespeare festival.  Motion Carried.

6. Donation opportunity from Stumpf Landscaping

Marcia Trentlage reported that Stumpf Landscaping is willing to donate 2 additional trees, if the Board is willing to pay the planting cost ($150.00 each).  
7. Other 

Marcia Trentlage reported that she has been approached about a possible memorial donation for additional landscaping at the Amphitheater.  If this project progresses, the Stumpf donation may be incorporated into this project.
