COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD
FEBRUARY 12, 2007

Chairman Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber and President Kuen.  Also present were Chief of Police Peterson, Building Inspector Vander Velden, Engineer Werner and four citizens.

Chief Peterson explained his request to amend Ordinance 11-3-4(d) and increase the value of merchandise stolen in a retail theft before the case is turned over to the District Attorneys Office, from $200 to $500.  It was questioned if Judge Schumann was aware of this, and Chief Peterson stated he was not.  It was noted that this would not drastically increase the judge’s workload based on the number of retail thefts occurring each year in the community.  This ordinance amendment will be placed on next Monday’s Agenda for Board action.
Chief Peterson explained his request to increase the dog license fee, and charge an impoundment fee for animals released from the Safety Center.  These issues are in response to the increase in dog handling fees from the Fox Valley Humane Society (contract to be discussed later in this meeting).  Several communities have already taken this step to help offset the costs, and place the costs with dog owners.  After a short discussion, this issue will be placed on next Monday’s Agenda for Board action.

Chief Peterson presented the Board with the proposed contract with the Fox Valley Human Society for handling stray animals.  It was noted that most communities have already approved the contract.  Trustee Hammen questioned cat licenses.  After some discussion, it was decided that this would be an issue for the county board.  The insurance clause was also questioned.  Chief Peterson noted that Attorney Koehler reviewed the contract and was ok with the language.  Chief Peterson requested and received a consensus on the Humane Society contract, and he would execute it on behalf of the department.
The information received from the Outagamie County Department of Solid Waste regarding single stream recycling was shared with the Board.  It was noted that this is being explored by the county with an eye on possible implementation in the future.  The present cost of solid waste relative to the rest of the state was noted, with the hope that the new system would not increase costs.
The Committee reviewed the three issues relative to the Garners Creek Storm Water Utility.

The first was the drainage plan approval for commercial properties.  While Garners Creek will be reviewing all drainage plans to insure compliance with NR 216, the Village of Kimberly review is more for land use within the lot, and proper use relative to building, parking, landscaping, etc.  After a short discussion, it was noted that we will require local drainage plan approval as well.

The second issue is relative to the collection of the storm water utility fees. As this area is serviced by the Darboy Sanitary District, we will not have a utility bill on which to place the fee.  All three other communities in the GCSWU utilize the tax bill for collection of the fees.  After a short discussion, a consensus was reached that we should follow the other GCSWU communities and place the billings on the tax roll.

The last issue was regarding the ownership and maintenance of the Emons Pond.  After staff discussed the pond maintenance (both long term and short term) it was felt the Village should acquire ownership of the current storm water easement.  This will eliminate property owners from exercising their individual preferences regarding plantings and landscaping.  The principles of GV Developments are in favor of this proposal, and will work with the Village to make it happen.  One lot is sold, but the purchaser was told of the Village’s intention, and GGV will assist with acquiring that easement.  After a short discussion regarding the Village of Kimberly responsibility, and conformance with the other ponds in the community, it was agreed to pursue acquisition of the Emons Pond easement.  The Village would then assume full responsibility for the pond after the initial development is completed by GV Developments.  Administrator Hermus will contact McMahon’s regarding the best method to acquire ownership, and clarify with GV Developments our intention regarding ownership.
Administrator Hermus shared the 2006 workman’s compensation claims report received from CVMIC.  Once again, our claims history is excellent for the community.  This is a tribute to our continued safety training and loss control efforts.
President Kuen reminded the Board that the service awards will be conducted tomorrow morning.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
