FEBRUARY 26, 2007

 Chairman Kuen called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber and Chairman Kuen.  Also present was labor Attorney Jim Macy and three residents.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to adjourn into Closed Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Committee.

Trustee Hammen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to reconvene into Open Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Committee.

Administrator Hermus shared the information gained at the meeting last week with representatives of WE Energies regarding the new gas line project.  It is planned to enter the community from Highway CE at the YMCA property, then across Kennedy Avenue into the Kimberly Area School District property.  It will then enter the existing WE Energies substation area at the South end of Maple Street, then up Maple Street to Memorial Field.  It will terminate at the existing gas substation in the northwest corner of Memorial Field.  After the plan is approved by the PSC, WE Energies will finalize plans for the project and share those with the community.  They will have to negotiate an easement in Memorial Field.  It was noted that they have the right to use the Maple Street right-of-way without negotiating with the community.  It is planned to place the gas line in the pavement area, which will eventually be repaved on concrete.
The committee adjourned to the Fire Station to make the 25-year Award presentations to three firefighters.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Committee.
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
