COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD
MARCH 10, 2008

Acting Chairman Hammen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage and Acting Chairman Hammen.  Absent and excused were Trustee Weber and President Kuen.  Also present were Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard, Chief Peterson, Inspector Vander Velden, Community Enrichment Director Schaefer, Engineer Werner of McMahon Associates and three citizens.
Chief Peterson explained his recommendation to have the Village of Kimberly adopt an ordinance prohibiting the depositing of materials on property without permission.  He noted that this is not so much an ordinance to levy fines, as a tool to assist residents who have problems with neighbors depositing snow on their property.  The situation they usually run into is a commercial entity that pushes their snow onto private property.  While Little Chute has an ordinance to handle this, Kimberly does not.  This ordinance will mirror Little Chute’s so the officers have some uniformity.  Chief noted that it is not used to settle neighborhood disputes.  This will be placed on next Monday’s agenda for official action.
The Committee reviewed the requests of the Paperfest Committee for the 2008 event.  The issue regarding the carnival rides was discussed, and it was asked that the request note that the approval of the Board will be contingent upon the moving of the rides away from the residential area or limiting the time of operation to end at a reasonable hour so as not to be disruptive to the neighbors during nighttime hours.  The Board also requested limiting the dismantling of the rides after 11:00 p.m.  This year’s request also includes fireworks.  Mr. Schaefer has requested that the Paperfest Committee attend the 4th of July Fireworks display to better appreciate the safety issues and cleanup issues this event will require.  The Board felt the request for fireworks was reasonable.
The Committee reviewed the recommended increase in the fee for public records from 10 cents to 25 cents.  The Board felt the increase was appropriate.

The Committee reviewed the proposed Election Contingency Plan.  This is requested by the Federal Government to insure smooth elections even in the event of some natural or man-made disruption.  The Kimberly Area School District has agreed to allow us to use the small gymnasium at Gerritts Middle School in the event of an emergency.  This contingency plan was also shared with staff as the Street Department, Police Department and Fire Department could all be involved in this plan should it ever be necessary to implement it.

The Committee discussed the Regional Wayfinding Signage proposal from the Convention and Visitors Bureau.  The responses to the questions raised during the last discussion were reviewed.  After a discussion, the Committee agreed to proceed with bidding the project collectively with area communities, with the caveat that the final decision will be made after the total cost is known.  The CVB noted that this would be an appropriate approach to the project.  There was some discussion regarding the Sign Trust Fund and its use for this project.  Trustee Trentlage noted that the Sign Committee would have to meet to discuss this issue and reallocate the funds if necessary.  Last week we were also contacted by the Heart of the Valley Chamber of Commerce as they are also considering partial funding for the HOV Communities for this project.  The issue will be placed on next week’s agenda to proceed with bidding the project, contingent upon local funding.

Administrator Hermus explained the letter received from Emons Road property owners in the Town of Buchanan.  The Village of Kimberly Guide to Uniform Traffic Controls was shared with Town Administrator Angela Gorall, and they will be using these criteria to address the issue.  The County Sheriff’s Department will be contracted to conduct the traffic count and accident count.  The property owners were made aware of this process and seemed pleased that the issue is being addressed.  Administrator Hermus will report back to the Board when the information is received.
Steve Rosenbeck of McMahon Associates gave a PowerPoint presentation regarding the Village of Kimberly 20% and 40% solids removal from the storm water.  Several alternatives were presented for both.  It was determined that the Riverview Heights Pond plays a pivotal role in the least expensive options for the Village of Kimberly.  It takes in more area than the Cortland Court Pond and increases our solids removal at a lower cost per pound than street sweeping or other pond options.  It was also noted that in the annual cost per pound calculation, 20 years was used.  If this number is extended out beyond 20 years when more ponds and less sweeping are used, the number is even lower due to the high operations and maintenance aspect of sweeping.  However, street sweeping will remain necessary to some degree, and a parking ordinance may need to be considered to allow efficient street sweeping on days when it is necessary.  The issue of phosphorus removal is going to be addressed in the future; we are just not sure how yet.
The first question for the Board to address regarding the Riverview Heights Pond is a proposal from McMahon Associates to prepare a joint Urban Non-Point Source & Storm Water Planning Grant application.  If approved, this 70% funding would pay for a planning grant to study and engineer the Riverview Heights Pond and other aspects of the storm water planning process with Combined Locks.  The $2,800 to prepare the grant application would be split by Combined Locks and Kimberly.  The grant will also help fund the development of follow-up ordinance for the storm water utility to incorporate changes being considered.  This will be on next Monday’s agenda for consideration.
There was some discussion regarding the possible parking ordinance.  It was noted that we are attempting to make it as simple as possible for the residents, perhaps no parking on refuse collection days.  Our intent is to avoid a parking ordinance, but it may come down to cost versus inconvenience.  Either way, it will be a Board decision to implement a parking ban or to spend additional funds on the ponds.
It was also noted that C.E.D. Schaefer will be presenting the Memorial Park Pond concept to the KASA soccer group to inform them of the possible loss of this area for their use.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to adjourn into Closed Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
Trustee Hruzek moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to reconvene into Open Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hruzek moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
