COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

MARCH 13, 2006

President Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Coenen, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber and President Kuen.  Also present were Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard, Community Enrichment Director Schaefer, Engineer Werner and two residents.

The Committee reviewed the various options for locating storm water detention ponds in the community.  There was a short discussion regarding other possible sites for ponds.  Engineer Werner noted some of the shortcomings for these other locations (inadequate storm sewers, depth of storm sewers, etc.)  however, all alternatives can be investigated and considered during the process.  The net result will be what the prioritization exercise reveals as appropriate for the community, with the final decision resting with the Village Board.  The Village Board is looking for community wide input in order to make their decision, and possibly provide ammunition to the DNR should they not agree with our pond location choices. 
Specifics of the various ponds were discussed.  The Board then proceeded through a ranking exercise for the various ponds.  There was a wide variety of opinions regarding many of the pond locations.  President Kuen noted that this discussion was healthy, because when we bring this to the community, we can expect the same type of diverse opinions.  After a long discussion, the rankings were established as follows:

After the ranking exercise was completed, the Board talked about the next step in the process. The first would be to explain the issue and share the proposed pond sites, and the second would be to prioritize the sites, much like the Village Board did tonight.  Participants would be encouraged to share this information with neighbors, family and friends to solicit as much input as possible.  Several Trustees offered to help with the meetings, as did Engineer Werner.
Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
