COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

APRIL 23, 2007


Chairman Kuen called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. in the south parking lot of the Kimberly Municipal Complex.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber and President Kuen.  Also present were Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard, Community Enrichment Director Schaefer, Engineer Brad Werner of McMahon’s, and one citizen.

The Committee visited Roosevelt Park and viewed the new parking area on Lincoln Street.  Staff showed them the restricted parking areas on Lincoln and the possibility of eliminating the restriction with the newly designed parking lot.  They also viewed the Third Street traffic lanes and parking lanes.  Possibilities from additional striping of the pavement to reconstructing the north curb line to provide a better traffic and parking area were discussed.  No consensus was reached.

The committee toured the proposed restroom facility upgrade at Upper Sunset Park.  With the new sanitary sewer extension, the addition of restrooms and the improvement of the concession stand, it is important to insure the sanitary conditions at this facility.  Mr. Schaefer is working with the civic groups who utilize the facility on plans and financing.

The Committee next toured the proposed detention pond at Sunset Park.  The “wetland” area was viewed, and the frustration of staff and the engineer dealing with the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources on this issue was noted.  Approval has been slow, with several delays caused by poor administrative practices of the DNR staff representatives.  All aspects of this approval process are being tracked to insure our efforts are not lost if the project is delayed, any state grants are lost, or approval is denied by the DNR.  Although we are creating a huge wetland, the DNR staff feels that is not important.  We are disturbing .01 acres of existing wetland with the new pond.

Lot 28 of the Kimberly Business Park plat was viewed.  The Board took action several months ago to not actively market this property, but it is still considered for sale if any potential buyer can meet the additional restrictions placed on the property (maintaining a 20 foot vegetation buffer between the development and the East property line, maintaining vegetation on the west and north side of the property, etc.).  Although Trustee Hammen expressed his desire to maintain the woods, there was not discussion to change the existing policy.
The sidewalk grinding pilot projects were viewed.  This is being explored as an alternative to removing and replacing sidewalks as we begin our sidewalk rehabilitation project next summer.  When cost effective, it was felt it should be used.  The policy will be reviewed to possibly incorporate this method of sidewalk rehabilitation.

The Committee toured the progress of the sanitary sewer project on Second Street.  Several laterals to homes have been accomplished with slip lining.  Residents have been very cooperative. Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard and Inspector Vander Velden have made themselves available to discuss the project with residents.  The contractor has been very professional in dealing with both staff and the residents.

The Committee toured the Village Garage and viewed the storage needs.  Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard shared a drawing of a proposed building to store equipment.  The simple building would be a wood frame, with wood or vinyl siding.  It would not be heated at this time but would be built to accommodate it in the future.  Due to tight funds, it is being done with our own crew members as time allows to help save money.  This will be discussed in more detail at a future Committee of the Whole Meeting.
Trustee Hruzek moved, Weber seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Committee.
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
