COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD
MAY 8, 2006

Chairman Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber and President Kuen.  Also present were Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard, Chief of Police Peterson, Band Director Robert Kramer the Band Vice President, and Attorney Douglas Fyfe.

The Committee reviewed the traffic counts for Railroad Street and Kennedy Avenue conducted last month, and the recommendation of Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard regarding signalization.  It revealed that the traffic counts have actually gone down on some legs of the intersection.  The traffic counts justify the existing two way stop signs, and Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard recommended no change at this time based on the study.

The Board reviewed the request of the Kimberly Community Band to incorporate fireworks into the Gala Centennial Celebration.  It was clarified that sunset on that date was looked at, and that the fireworks is to compliment the music, not vice versa. The Fire Department is aware of the request, and will be present to safeguard the area.  After a short discussion, this item will be placed on next Monday’s Agenda for official approval.
The Committee reviewed the proposed ordinance to create a Personnel Committee of the Kimberly Village Board.  The role of the committee was questioned.  President Kuen felt the committee role was not completely defined, but was intended to work with the negotiation process, and get back to one on one with the employees.  It is hoped that we can avoid hiring a labor attorney to negotiate contracts.

Chief Peterson noted that he is withdrawing his request regarding staffing levels.  Officer Stiedl received a change in his orders this weekend and will not be going to Kosovo.

The Committee reviewed the recommendation of Chief Peterson to amend the ordinance regarding the unlawful sheltering of minors.  There were some questions regarding the State Statutes included in the ordinance.  Chief Peterson will get clarification on those statutes for next weeks consideration.

The Committee reviewed the recommendation of Chief Peterson to amend Ordinance 11-2-14 regarding drug paraphernalia.  The Board may recall, this was discussed last year.  However, state law has changed allowing us to update the ordinance.  This will be placed on next weeks agenda for official action.

Staff is continuing to work on the parking ordinance for home occupations, and will have it on the agenda in two weeks.

The Committee discussed dumpster enclosures for commercial establishments, and the information Administrator Hermus received from other communities.  There was a long discussion regarding the issue of unsightly dumpsters in some locations, and the difficulty of placing dumpster enclosures at other locations.  This is a very difficult issue to enforce uniformly.  It was offered that perhaps another enforcement tool could be used, but no solution was evident.  Staff will attempt to recreate the ordinance regarding commercial collection to address the issue.
The Committee discussed the municipal collection of commercial refuse.  The issue is centered on the fact that in the mid 1980’s, we no longer collected commercial refuse from new businesses.  However, we still collect from existing businesses.  How do we uniform the program to create equity for all businesses?  The survey conducted of various communities showed that many communities no longer collect commercial due to the large difference in volumes by different commercial entities.  After a long discussion, and several options being discussed, including elimination of all commercial all the way to converting to poly carts for automated collection of all commercial establishments, the issue was turned back to staff for future research from other communities.  It will be brought back to the Board at a later date.
The request of Fire Chief Van Thiel to purchase a fire extinguisher training system for $5,800 from the Donation Trust Fund was discussed.  The Trustees had several questions regarding the system, including use, personnel costs, operation, etc.  These questions will be forwarded to Chief Van Thiel for his response.

The Committee reviewed the report from Complex Supt. Brouillard regarding the recent training they attended.  The report was reviewed and filed.
Administrator Hermus reminded the Trustees of the League Regional Meeting in Ashwaubenon in June.  The registration will be mailed later this week.  If anyone is interested, please contact Administrator Hermus.

Administrator Hermus informed the Trustees that the Board of Review is confirmed for June 7th from 4:30 to 6:30 p.m.  Trustee Trentlage will be substituting for Trustee Weber.

Administrator Hermus informed the Board that the Governor signed legislation confirming the creation of TIF #4 for the Village of Kimberly.

President Kuen noted that the TPA legislation has not passed this session.  He thanked members who wrote in opposition of this legislation, and the apparent strong message of constituents to kill this bill.

Trustee Hammen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to adjourn into Closed Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.  It was noted that there will be no action after the closed session.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to reconvene into Open Session.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Weber moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
