COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

MAY 22, 2006

Chairman Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Weber and Chairman Kuen.  Absent and excused was Trustee Trentlage.  Also present were Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard, Chief of Police Peterson and two citizens.

Tammy Sjoberg of Floral Drive appeared before the Committee to discuss sidewalks.  She has received her sidewalk notice for this year, and felt the ordinance was not clear regarding the need for sidewalks on both sides of a street.  In her case, she is on the north side of Floral Drive, and at Sidney Street the sidewalks end to the north.  She requested that sidewalks not be required on her side of the street.  President Kuen noted that this would take a motion by a Trustee who approved the resolution to reconsider the issue.  No Trustee offered support to reconsider.

The Committee discussed the recommendation of staff regarding a solution to the issue of home occupations, and parking in residential zoned areas.  Staff was able to work within the existing ordinance to find a solution, and have conferred with Municipal Judge Gerald Schumann to clarify his interpretation of the section of code dealing with this issue.  Based on Ordinance 13-1-92(l) (1), off street parking must be provided for any business regardless of zoning, meaning it can be applied in a home occupation situation.  The Metro will enforce this ordinance when future complaints regarding home occupation parking in residential areas are received.

The Committee discussed the issue of parking storage or construction trailers in residential areas.  Chief Peterson clarified the intention of the ordinance, and what constituted an enclosed trailer (not boats, snowmobiles, four wheeler trailers that are open.)  After a long discussion, it was agreed to adopt an ordinance making it unlawful to park enclosed construction or storage trailers outside in residential districts.  There was a long discussion to clarify “enclosed trailers” and how it would be enforced.  There was also a question about the existing section of the ordinance regarding tractors not being allowed, even if parking indoors.  There was clarification regarding enforcement, and Chief agreed to add a section requiring warnings to be issued for the first offence, with ten days to abate the nuisance.  The amended ordinance will be brought back on June 5th for official action.
The Committee reviewed the rankings as tallied by Administrator Hermus regarding the storm water detention ponds.  The eight Focus Groups did a tremendous job gathering information and responding with their preferred pond locations.  The information will now be used to formulate various options for submission to the DNR for the storm water management plan.  Engineer Werner still envisions some reluctance with the DNR in approving the in line pond at Sunset Park.
The Committee discussed the options regarding the collection of commercial refuse.  Based on the current policy, it was ultimately agreed to have Administrator Hermus draft a resolution stating the Village of Kimberly will expand its previous policy to include the elimination of commercial refuse pick-up whenever a business is sold or changes ownership.  The committee did not want a sunset clause inserted into the policy.
The Committee reviewed the issue of dumpster enclosures for commercial establishments. It was suggested that an ordinance requiring enclosures would be very difficult for many business owners due to space limitations.  However, staff requested permission to work with the problem establishments in working on a solution.  However, if they do not cooperate, it will come back to the Village Board for action to rectify the problem through legislation.

The Committee reviewed the memo from Deputy Clerk Haas regarding the statewide voter registration system, and the proposed resolution supporting agreements between the Village of Kimberly and the Wisconsin State Elections Board regarding use of the system.  The Committee asked that this be placed on the next Regular Agenda for action.
The Committee reviewed the proposed memorandum of understanding with Outagamie County to purchase federally funded and mandated unassisted handicapped voting machines.  The Committee felt the memorandum of understanding was appropriate.  It was nice to have a funded mandate for a change.  Administrator Hermus noted that the state has already received the federal funds for the project.  The machines are about $6,000 each.

The Committee reviewed the proposed intermunicipal agreement with the Village of Little Chute for the purchase of the automated refuse equipment.  This joint purchase will eliminate the annual “rental” fee for the trucks.  Signage on the vehicles should reflect joint ownership so residents are aware of the joint efforts.  This will be placed on the next Regular Agenda for approval.

Administrator Hermus noted the Quad Community Meeting scheduled for May 31st.  Please RSVP to Administrator Hermus by this Friday if you will be attending.

Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard noted that the street projects are back on schedule.  They did not accelerate the Park Villas paving, as the wet weather did not seriously affect other areas.  They will be in town this week and next to grade and gravel, in preparation for paving.

The credit card use for taxes was questioned, due to the article in the League Bulletin.  Administrator Hermus noted that residents can now pay taxes online through the county.  The Clerk of Courts is also working on a credit card payment system for the courts.

Administrator Hermus informed the Board of the contact from a resident of Parkside Court regarding parking during Paperfest.  As there is only one way in and out of this subdivision, residents have requested that parking be restricted to only the west side of the street during Paperfest.   This will be discussed with the Fire and Police Chief, and a recommendation given to the Board.

Administrator Hermus announced that the 2008 Wisconsin City Managers Conference will be hosted by Kimberly at Liberty Hall/Hilton Garden Inn.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to adjourn into Closed Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to reconvene into Open Session.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
Trustee Gaffney moved, Weber seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
