COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

JUNE 9, 2008

Chairman Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hruzek, Opsteen, Weber, and Chairman Kuen.  Absent and excused were Trustees Hammen and Trentlage.  Also present were three citizens.

The Committee discussed the proposed resolution setting aside $2,830 from the excess local share of Valley Transit for an anticipated budget shortfall due to fuel cost increases.  Valley Transit also noted that they will look at other issues to help make up the shortfall.  These funds would not be released until requested by Valley Transit and approved by the Village Board.

The Board reviewed the recommendation of Chief Peterson to eliminate the crossing guard at Holy Spirit, as the school will be rented beginning next school year by the Appleton Christian School.  Their school Administrator, Pat Tofke, does not feel the guard will be necessary.  They are also asking for the no parking area to be removed to allow for student drop off.  The Board will consider official action at the next meeting.  It was noted that the Head Guard has been notified, and they will make the appropriate arrangements to shuffle the guards and reduce the positions by one.

The Board reviewed the correspondence from the Wisconsin Dept. of Transportation regarding highway identification signs.  Based on two signs shared with Combined Locks, at a share cost of $1,100 per sign, our cost would be $2,200.  Although the Board was chagrinned by the issue, they also realize they have no choice in the matter and would have to acquiesce to the request.
Administrator Hermus shared the negative response from the U.S. Postal Service regarding mailing identifier for the Emons Property.  It appears once again that they are finding a way to say no, not a reason to say yes.  Also, they refer to mail delivery from Kimberly, and we are only asking for an “identifier”, we have no issue with who delivers.  It was asked that Administrator Hermus clarify our request and seek a response.

Trustee Opsteen questioned the use of electric and other alternative vehicles on village streets.  Administrator Hermus informed the Board that staff is already looking at this issue as part of the sustainability effort.  Also, enforcement and licensing is an issue.

Trustee Weber moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to adjourn into closed session per the posted agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hruzek moved, Weber seconded the motion to reconvene into open session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Opsteen seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
