COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD
JUNE 11, 2007

Chairman Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber and Chairman Kuen.  Also present were Chief of Police Peterson and 14 citizens.

The Committee discussed the proposed ordinance creating sexual offender residency restrictions for the Village of Kimberly.  Chief Peterson noted that this was taken from Green Bay’s recently adopted ordinance.  It was clarified that existing residents would be exempt from the ordinance, unless they relocated.  Presently, all registered offenders are living in areas which would be restricted by the new ordinance.  Officer Brandt was present and noted that this is accurate.  Section 3(a) was discussed, noting that the Village Board may designate additional facilities where children are known to congregate.  An example would be a new skate park which may open.  The Village Board could designate this as a new area for the restrictions.  That list will accompany the ordinance for consideration if put on next weeks Agenda.  Under the penalty section, the “equitable relief” verbiage was questioned.  Chief will get clarification on that from the Attorney.  Officer Brandt clarified that sexual offenders are required to register with the state, which is passed down to the local communities.  Officer Brandt also noted that the permanent residence is what triggers the ordinance.  The ordinance was asked to be placed on next Monday’s Agenda for official action.
The Committee discussed the recommendation to utilize the Street Equipment Trust Fund in the amount of $30,000 to finance the storage building at the street department.  Administrator Hermus noted that when compared to the Capital Improvement Program, this fund will still be stable through 2012 with the current projects.  The Committee agreed with the recommendation, and requested that this item be placed on next Monday’s Agenda for official action.

The Committee received the Sustainable Community Toolkits, as presented at the Quad Community Meeting two weeks ago.  The Committee was asked to review the document and be prepared to discuss this at a future meeting.  Administrator Hermus noted that three of the four communities have signed up to meet jointly to discuss the concept, and what we might do jointly to facilitate the green concept.

The Committee reviewed the request of staff to transfer funds from the Data Processing Trust Fund for the purpose of acquiring a new system printer for the central office in an amount not to exceed $2,300.  This item was referred to next weeks Agenda for official action.

President Kuen recognized the residents from the Curtin Avenue/Kimberly Avenue area who experienced a sewer backup on June 3rd.  He noted that everyone will get a chance to be heard.  He clarified that staff is investigating the backups in an attempt to determine the cause.  When the investigation is complete, we will alert all those concerned.  
Mr. Wayne Grishaber of 116 N. Roger.  He did not have a backup this time, but has had it twice before during heavy rain events.  He has safeguarded his basement by placing a rag in the floor drain both times.  He is concerned with the reoccurring problem, and would like to see it corrected. Mr. Grishaber noted than when we had the sewers cleaned in 2003, the water shot out of his toilet 4-5 feet.  He did not report it, and just cleaned it up.  He noted his other two occurrences were about a year and a-half ago, and then many years ago.  He did not report either to the Village.
Rob Borsche at 1409 Curtin Avenue noted he had this problem five times.  He replaced his lateral and admits that was a problem.  Since the lateral was fixed, he had a problem in 2005 and again now.

Donna Nemecek noted the damage to her basement.  She has run a business out of her basement for 26 years. She must now relocate because the business cannot return to this location.  .  Her bills from Serve-Pro are already over $10,000, not including replacement.  She also noted that in October of 2006 an employee noted water shooting out of the toilet.  The street department was working in the street, and she informed them of the situation.  This was never reported to anyone else.  She has never had any other occurrences of sewer backups in her basement.  Mr. Grishaber noted he did not have a problem at the same time as Ms. Nemecek.  Mr. Borsche’s problem was about this same time, when the diaper was discharged from the main.
Administrator Hermus noted what has occurred to date regarding the investigation.  He noted that Great Lakes will be coming in to televise the laterals, and do additional work in the main, based on what is found.  They will also be asked to help determine what the problem may be.  Speedy Clean feels the main is in great shape, and did not give an opinion as to the cause.

It was suggested by the Board that Engineer Werner get involved to help trouble shoot the situation and the sewer in this area.  Trustee Opsteen questioned the force main shown on the map, and if this could be a problem.
Administrator Hermus explained how a main is investigated from the sewer flushing point of view. When the flusher is being used, the operator can often feel the clog as he hits it.  In the case of the diaper incident in 2006, the diaper was released by the flusher, and a large volume of water followed, indicating it was the problem.  On June 3rd, the flusher experienced a slight obstruction, which was easily released, and again followed by a large flow of water.  Both times at a distance of about 100 feet from the manhole.  We are now attempting to determine what is at that location which would have caused the diaper to hang up, and subsequently cause this backup to occur with no obvious obstruction.

Melissa Konen questioned if the mechanics of the system is not working, what happens?  President Kuen noted that that is why we want the engineers involved, to investigate the issue and attempt to fix a problem, if one exists.
Betty Schultz of 1423 Curtin Avenue noted that she has never had a problem, but is now worried that she may.

The residents will be contacted when this issue is next discussed by the Board.

Kathryn Schauble requested an additional extension to install her sidewalk.  She has received two, but is building this August, and would like to hold off until next year.  It was noted that the written request was received, and it will be placed on next weeks agenda for official action.

Trustee Weber moved, Hammen seconded the motion to adjourn into Closed Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Hammen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to reconvene into Open Session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Trentlage moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
