COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD
JULY 23, 2007

Chairman Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber and President Kuen.  Absent and excused was Trustee Gaffney.  Also present were three citizens.

The Committee discussed the 2008 Budget preparation and parameters for spending.  After a long discussion, it was agreed to set a spending target of 3% for the 2008 budget for all departments, as recommended by Administrator Hermus.  The Board felt this was a reasonable target.
The Committee reviewed the proposed contract with East Central Wisconsin Regional Plan Commission to prepare the Smart Growth Comprehensive Plan for the Village of Kimberly.  This will be a joint contract with the Village of Combined Locks, at a total cost of $31,750, or $15,875 per community.  President Kuen noted that this would be a Chevrolet version of the plan, not a Cadillac. Based on our limited growth potential, this type of document should serve the community well.
Administrator Hermus informed the Board that the Chapter 30 Permit for the Sunset Pond was received.  This is a major hurdle in the approval process, and now allows the community to move forward with the project.  This project was the unanimous choice of the focus groups from the community who worked to prioritize these projects for storm water management.  There was a brief discussion about the state finalizing the SLAMM model for storm water management.  The engineers are still finalizing the model to determine how many ponds will be necessary to meet with 20% and 40% solids removal as required, and what efficiency we will require from the street sweeper.  A more efficient model sweeper is a possibility to meet the modeling.  Now that the approval is received, we have applied for the state grant for this pond project.  It was further noted that the trees along the perimeter of the project are targeted to remain, as access will be gained from the north end of the pond area.
The additional information prepared for the Kimberly Village Board regarding the residency ordinance for sexual predators was reviewed.  The Quad Community Meeting will be held tomorrow evening at 6:30 in Combined Locks to discuss the proposed ordinance.
Administrator Hermus informed the Board that a routine investigation of the Nass Building turned up asbestos in the floor tile mastic.  The additional cost for removal of this material will be about $4,000.  The demolition will be postponed for about 10 days while this removal is approved by the state.

The removal of the trees on the Sidney Street/Kimberly Avenue lot was questioned.  After a short conversation, it was the consensus not to remove the trees at this time.

The 2006 Complex Hall usage report was shared with the Board.  It was noted that of the 680 uses in 2006, only about 15% were paid rentals.  The building usage continues to be high, which is a tremendous compliment to the facility, and its reputation in the community.
There will be no meeting next Monday.  The next meeting will be the Business Meeting on August 6, 2007.
Trustee Hruzek questioned if it is possible to determine the amount of I & I removal from our system with the sewer rehab projects?  Administrator Hermus noted that this is the final step of the replacement projects; to quantify the amount of I & I removed by the improvements.  This year’s sewer project was discussed briefly, as the success rate of slipping the laterals is very high.  We have avoided disrupting driveways, pools, garages, landscaping, fences, etc.   PTS is doing a very good job working with property owners and coordinating the work.

A resident questioned the equipment at the Nass Building.  It was noted that the building is scheduled for removal and redevelopment.

Trustee Hammen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
