COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD
JULY 24, 2006

Acting Chairman Hammen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber and Acting Chairman Hammen.  Absent and excused were Trustee Hruzek and President Kuen.  Also present were two citizens.

The Committee reviewed the request of David Reinke, owner of Lot #99 of the Third Addition to Highview Estates, for a one year extension to install sidewalks.  The lot is presently vacant, and for sale.  If not sold this year, Mr. Reinke intends to build a spec home next year.  After the home is built, the sidewalks will be installed.  It was noted that such extensions have been granted in the past.  The Committee asked that this be placed on the next Regular Meeting Agenda for action.

The Committee discussed the proposed Intermunicipal Agreement with the Darboy Sanitary District to supply water and sewer to the Emons Development.  This agreement mirrors the agreement the Darboy Sanitary District has with the other three communities they serve (Towns of Buchanan and Harrison and City of Appleton).  The biggest concern was that Kimberly is treated the same as the other communities.  It was also clarified that the Darboy Joint Sanitary District will perform all maintenance on the utilities and reconstruct the streets to our standards.  While our standards are different than some towns, we mirror Appleton.  The rates are set by the Wisconsin Public Service Commission, and all customers are charged the same rates.
The Committee reviewed a letter received this afternoon from Attorney Fyfe recapping this mornings meeting with Mr. Block, the owner of the property at 617 E. Oak Street.  Staff is recommending that Mr. Block be given 30 days to clean up the property and prepare it for sale.  Building Inspector Vander Velden feels the property is salvageable, but only if emptied of the contents.  Also, he will need to inspect the property at that point to determine repairs which will be required to bring the property up to code.  The Committee agreed with the staff recommendation and will review the status on August 21st, unless there is no progress on the property, in which case they could take action sooner.

The Committee discussed the budget parameters for the 2007 Operating Budget.  After reviewing correspondence from Administrator Hermus and understanding the State of Wisconsin’s 2% levy cap, the Committee agreed to use the 2% levy cap as the budget target.  Administrator Hermus noted that the levy could be very different from spending, based on revenues and other factors.

Administrator Hermus noted the continued progress with the dumpster enclosures.  Staff will continue to work with them to clear up the issues.  It is not happening quickly as there are issues with haulers we are also dealing with.

Administrator Hermus shared the Community Band’s Centennial Celebration invitation to the Village Board.

Administrator Hermus reported that currently, there are no issues for a meeting next Monday.  The next Regular Meeting is scheduled for August 7th.

Trustee Trentlage noted that the 10th Anniversary at the Amphitheater was well attended and a great success.

Chairman Hammen noted the thank you cards received from both the John Rooyakkers and John Derks families.

Trustee Opsteen questioned the Village policy for both funerals and employee retirements.  It was noted that basically, we do nothing at this point in time.  There have been some things in the past, but very little and very sporadic.  The question was also asked about employee service awards, etc. (25 years, etc.)  Administrator Hermus was asked to survey area communities and bring the information back for Committee discussion.

Trustee Weber moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to adjourn into Closed session per the posted Agenda.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Weber moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to reconvene into Open Session.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.

Trustee Gaffney moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
