COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD
AUGUST 27, 2007

Chairman Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber and President Kuen.  Also present were Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard, Engineer Werner and four citizens.

Engineer Werner reviewed the changes made to the Sunset Storm Water Detention Pond since the last discussion.  The trail connection near Kimberly Avenue was removed, and the trail looped.  The woods in this area will remain.  A black and white topographical area map was also distributed to show the area that will be disturbed and the area that will remain wooded.  The disturbed area outside of the trail is now reduced and scheduled for fescue rather than blue grass, the trail is looped and connected with the bridge over the rip-rap spillway.  No-mow fescue is now being recommended to eliminate maintenance on this sloped area.  It was also discussed that some low grow planting (red twig dogwood, viburnum and low grow sumac) would be used on the upside of the trail.  It was agreed to bid the plantings as an alternate, or even get separate bids from landscapers to help reduce the price.  Trustee Hammen also suggested the spring bidding of bare root plantings, which are a little less hardy, but much less expensive.  It was guessed that this could be up to 1,000 plantings depending on coverage required.
There was consensus to loop the trail, with a bridge over the spillway.  After some discussion, it was suggested to bid the bridge structure outside of the contract, and include the bridge abutments and placement in the contract.  This will help save money on the bridge cost.  It was also agreed that with this positive price for the steel structure, we would not investigate a wooden structure.  In the mean time we could continue to look at other options for a metal bridge.
The proposed rodent agreement with Mr. Champagne was discussed.  Unfortunately, he does not carry insurance for this purpose.  As there is no rush with this practice at this point in time, Administrator Hermus will check with other communities to determine the need, and the issue of insurance.  It may be possible that as there is no cost for the service, that we may want to cover the liability, as it is slight for this purpose.

There was discussion regarding these issues and the Committee ultimately agreed that this plan should proceed to the design and bidding process.
Administrator Hermus noted that next Monday is the Labor Day Holiday.  The next regular meeting will be September 10th, at which meeting the Department Managers budget requests will be discussed.
There was a discussion regarding the ordinance requiring pet owners to pick up after their pets, and the section regarding urine.  Trustee Hammen explained the nuisance issue with dogs urinating on neighbor’s bushes, etc. that necessitated the need for that section of the ordinance.  This section gives us the authority to address the issue when a complaint is received.

Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
