COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

AUGUST 28, 2006

Chairman Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber and Chairman Kuen.  Also present were Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard, Engineer Werner and one (1) citizen.

Engineer Werner reviewed the Sanitary Sewer Evaluation Survey as required by the Heart of the Valley Metro Sewerage District (HOV) for submission to the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources (DNR).  These reports by all member communities are required in order for the HOV to receive permission to proceed with the plant expansion project.  Donahue Associates, Engineers for the HOV, have reviewed our report and feel it is appropriate.  Kimberly will be required to remove 40% of our I & I from the system.  Based on the data compiled, Engineer Werner feels we can accomplish that through several projects, with an estimated cost of just over $2.8 million.  Mr. Hermus noted that with our annual budget of $375,000 over four years, and $675,000 of the projects being assessable (laterals), and our sanitary sewer fund surplus of over $1 million, we will be able to afford these projects.  The projects will begin aggressively in 2007.  The plan is to alert residents to the projects this fall, and have a meeting with them to go through the project parameters and the video of their laterals.  This will allow both the Village and the residents to plan for the lateral replacement well in advance of the project.

What the survey revealed is that we have many leaking pipes in the old part of town, especially where leaking storm sewers pass directly over the old sanitary sewers.  As part of this plan we will replace both to remove substantial I & I from the system.  That is why Second Street was added to the list, as this interceptor has several crossings.  We will attempt to meet with property owners affected by the projects this fall to share the lateral locations and project scope.

The Storm Water Management Plan was discussed.  This is still in limbo as the DNR has not yet determined what the credit for street sweeping is going to be for communities.  We are as far as we can go without this data.  We will be requesting an extension for the plan development, as well as the grant.  We will also be starting the application process to get approval for the Sunset Pond, as this was clearly the number one choice of every focus group.  Engineer Werner noted that it could take up to twelve (12) months to complete.  We also need to form a Citizens Advisory Board.  It was recommended that the Plan Commission be used for this purpose, as they are very involved in the community, and understand drainage plans.  The Board agreed with this appointment.
The survey regarding employee appreciation policies was received by the Committee.  After some discussion, it was requested that Combined Locks be added to the survey.  The Personnel Committee will then meet to review the information and formulate a recommendation to the Kimberly Village Board for a policy.
The Committee reviewed the request of Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard to transfer $2,150 from the Operating Contingency to Tree and Brush Control for the removal of the large oak tree from the conservancy.  The bill from Ranger Tree Service was much less than the original estimate.  This will be placed on the next Regular Agenda for action.

Administrator Hermus noted the receipt of the Property Assessment Objection Form from Stora Enso.  The assessment is currently over $24 million, and they are claiming a value of just over $13 million.  As the state assesses manufacturing property, they handle the appeal.  Representative Ott was contacted to assist with this process.

Administrator Hermus shared the report regarding a sewer gas problem at the Little Chute Civic Center, and its impact on both the Joint Custodial and Joint Library.

Administrator Hermus noted the Quad Community Meeting this Wednesday in Kaukauna.

Administrator Hermus shared the letter to the U. S. Postmaster General regarding postal service to the Emons property.

Parking in the lot along Lincoln Street at Roosevelt Park was discussed.  There was a concern with people using this lot for overnight parking.  Mr. Vanden Boogaard noted that the area would not be plowed in the winter, as the old lot was not.  Regarding the on street parking, it was agreed during the original phase of this project that parking would be reviewed in 2007 after the project is complete and we can see how it is working.

The Community Child Care Center appeal for tax exemption was questioned.  The information is with Attorney Fyfe, with a recommendation expected this week.  The Board will then consider the recommendation at the next Board Meeting.

The dumpster enclosures at two commercial establishments were discussed.  Maders is working on it, however the Langenhuizen enclosure is still in limbo.  They will be given a deadline to complete, or the Board will take action.
Trustee Hammen asked that the status of Lot 28 of the Business Park be placed on an agenda for discussion. He feels it should be added to the Conservancy.  Its use as a storm water management pond could still be possible if it is a conservancy.

It was noted that next Monday is the Holiday.  The next Regular Meeting of the Kimberly Village Board will be September 11, 2006.

Trustee Hammen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
