COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

SEPTEMBER 19, 2005

Chairman Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Coenen, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, Weber and President Kuen.  Also present was one citizen.

Administrator Hermus reviewed the status of TIF #4.  With the last payment request from GGV Development, Inc. the budget update reflects all payments for projects completed to date.  The only projects remaining are the trail and paving of the street, which will both occur in 2006.  The capitalized interest will cover the first three years interest payment, until the long term bond is issued.  Development wise, they are currently constructing four units, which is two more than the schedule requires for the first year.  And with the anticipated value of these units, we will be over the TIF #4 base valuation of $1 million in the first year.  This will also have a long term positive impact on the overall life of the TIF District.  Interest in the units remains strong, and the developer is very upbeat about the entire project.
In a conversation with Stora Enso Mill Manager Mark Swenson, they have agreed to allow the trail along the already existing watermain easement, and we will continue to work on how to deal with the property ownership.  They are open to our needs, and will work to make it happen for the community.

Trustee Trentlage noted that the funds have been received for the two signs on East and West Kimberly Avenue, and they are seeking permission to move forward.  The cost is about $600.  A transfer will be required from the Trust Fund to allow this to occur.

Administrator Hermus informed the Board of his meeting with Stora Enso Mill Manager Mark Swenson, and that Stora Enso has no plans for development in the Floral Drive area of the community which would impact the residential area.  After some discussion, the Committee asked that a resolution be placed on next Monday’s Agenda to consider the 2006 sidewalk installations in this area, and other areas of the community where sidewalks are lacking.

The Committee reviewed the proposed rate increases for Weights and Measures fees to be implemented as of January 1, 2006.  It was noted that the increases are slight, and intended to keep up with inflation.  It was requested that these be put on next Monday’s Agenda for official action.

The Committee reviewed the request of Community Enrichment Director to transfer $55,000 from the Parks Outlay into the Contingency Fund for the Sunset Park Paving Project to be completed in 2006.  This will be placed on next Monday’s Agenda for official action.

Administrator Hermus informed the Board of the IRS increase of the mileage rate to 48.5 cents per mile effective September 1, 2005.  By Section 4.11(c) of the Village of Kimberly Personnel Policy Manual, this becomes the official rate for the Village of Kimberly effective the same date.

Administrator Hermus shared a spreadsheet showing additional impacts of the creation of the Storm Water Utility on the General Fund, and the tax rate.  After last Monday’s discussion, Administrator Hermus realized there were several other cost functions of the utility that the community should share with the residents to accurately reflect the full impact of this unfunded mandate.

The request of Complex Superintendent Brouillard to replace the furnace and air conditioning at the Police Station was discussed.  The cost of $5,900 will be shared by both communities, using any 2005 budget surplus first, then resorting to the Fox Valley Metro Surplus Fund (current at approximately $115,000.)  The Board approved proceeding with the replacement, understanding they may see a future request for funding.
The Roberts development and the parking area/green space of the second building were questioned.  This will be checked by Inspector Vander Velden to determine the status.
Administrator Hermus shared the memo regarding the possibility of charging a PILOT to the Storm Water Utility for use of the village garage.  This is not possible due to ownership being with the Village of Kimberly.

Trustee Opsteen moved, Coenen seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
