COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD

SEPTEMBER 18, 2006

Chairman Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen and President Kuen.  Absent and excused was Trustees Trentlage and Weber.  Also present were Police Chief Peterson and three (3) citizens.

The Board reviewed the request of Chief Peterson to purchase a digital logging recorder to replace the broken unit.  After a short discussion, the Committee agreed that the 2006 Operating Budget should be used, and the Chief could come back in December if he feels the department will be short of funds.

The Committee had a long discussion regarding the increase in stray animal confinement fees from the Fox Valley Humane Society.  After a long discussion, it was agreed that Chief Peterson would consult with Attorney Koehler on our options, and seek advice from other Outagamie County communities on options.  The Board agreed that paying for residents to have animals picked up should not be the responsibility of the taxpayers.
The Committee reviewed the request of Community Enrichment Director Schaefer to transfer $15,000 from the Parks Outlay to the Dwelling Fee Trust Fund, to finance the handicapped fishing pier at Sunset Park in 2007, and reapply for the DNR Grant.  This will be placed on next week’s agenda for official action.

The Committee reviewed the proposed Harassment and Discrimination in the Work Place Policy, as recommended by the Safety Committee.  After a short discussion, and several corrections, it was agreed to place this on next Monday’s agenda for official action.

The Committee reviewed the request of Supt. Brouillard to transfer $3,500 from the 2006 Operating Contingency to conduct roof maintenance on the Administrative Wing of the Municipal Complex.  After a short discussion, it was agreed that this maintenance is appropriate and should be done.  It was the consensus of the Committee to place this on next week’s agenda for official action.

The Committee discussed the proposed resolution received from Mayor Crawford of Manitowoc regarding health care costs for local communities.  After some discussion, it was agreed to defer action on this issue until after the League Conference, where a resolution will be on the meeting agenda for delegate consideration.

The Committee discussed the proposed agreement with GGV Development, Inc. for the maintenance of the area between the proposed trail/arborvitae and the lot line for Kimberly Park Villas.  Kimberly Park Villas Association is agreeing to maintain the area, including a portion of the swale for the development that will be placed on Village Property.  This has been approved by C.E.D. Schaefer, and will have no negative impact on our trail or the plantings.  The agreement will be placed on next week’s agenda for official action.
The Committee discussed the proposed contract with Garners Creek Utility for service to the Emons Farm Development.  It was noted that no comments had yet been received from Attorney Fyfe.  The conversation with Administrator Van Thiel of Combined Locks confirmed that we are being treated the same as the other communities in the Utility.  Trustee Opsteen noted that, while he does not agree with the responsibility, if the other communities are all treated the same, he could agree to the agreement.  It was also noted that the responsibility for pond maintenance would be placed on the plat, and buyers notified of their responsibility on the property deeds.  This will be placed on next week’s agenda for consideration.
The Board discussed the possibility of designating Lot 28 of the Kimberly Business Park Plat to Conservancy Zoning.    Administrator’s correspondence was reviewed.  The price of the property was last discussed at $40,000 per acre, or about $140,000.  The possibility of designating to conservancy and converting back to business was noted as difficult.  President Kuen noted the 1985 decision was made by citizens and the Board weighing all options, and designating 7.5 acres of Lot 29 as Conservancy.  Trustee Hammen disagreed, and felt the trade off with Thelosen’s woods would create Lot 28 as Conservancy.  Once it is lost, it is gone forever.  After discussion, it was agreed to forward the proposal to the Plan Commission and proceed with the legal process to consider the rezoning.  The Board agreed to make their decision through the process established for rezoning, and entertain comments at the public hearing required to rezone the property.
Administrator Hermus informed the Board that a unanimous petition for annexation was received from Mr. Wade Micoley for the remnant piece of property he purchased from the Town of Buchanan after the Emons Farm Annexation was completed.  An Annexation Ordinance will be drawn up and considered at the October 2nd Regular Meeting.

Mr. Greg Sprangers of the Town of Buchanan asked the Board to consider the placement of Berkin Street in Emons Acres.  He is planning to sell part of his property, and the street will line up with the new lot.  He feels headlights from traffic will reduce the value of his property.  President Kuen said it would be taken under consideration.  He also suggested that Mr. Sprangers contact the developer with the request.

Mr. Sprangers also questioned comments made about him by Kimberly Village Board members in conversations with Buchanan residents.  Mr. Sprangers noted that the comments apparently came from Town of Buchanan Meetings.  President Kuen noted that no such comments were ever made at a Kimberly Village Board Meeting, and that the issue was inappropriate for discussion at this level.

Trustee Opsteen questioned if Attorney Fyfe received all the information he needed regarding Community Child Care Center.  President Kuen noted that he has, and Mr. Hermus has received additional correspondence which has not yet been shared with the Board.  It was also clarified that Attorney Fyfe would not be present at next Monday’s Meeting, as his opinion will not change.  The Committee agreed with that decision.

Administrator Hermus noted that as of today the owner of the property at 617 East Oak Street has an accepted offer to purchase for the property.

Trustee Hammen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to adjourn.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
