SPECIAL MEETING OF THE KIMBERLY VILLAGE BOARD
DECEMBER 11, 2006
President Kuen called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Members present for roll call were Trustees Gaffney, Hammen, Hruzek, Opsteen, Trentlage, and Weber.  Also present was Community Enrichment Director Schaefer, and two citizens.   Absent and excused was Administrator Hermus.  
A question arose as to the County’s responsibility for snow removal in Emons Subdivision. President Kuen asked that Administrator Hermus clarify the duties of each jurisdiction.  Trustee Trentlage moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve Street Commissioner Vanden Boogaard’s request to transfer $3,000 from the 2006 Snow and Ice Control Budget to the 2007 Snow and Ice Control Budget.  The motion was approved by unanimous roll call vote of the Board.
Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to approve the request of Fire Chief Van Thiel to accept the donation of the reader board sign from the Kimberly Area School District.  
President Kuen noted that the yield signs at the intersection of Main Street and Second Street, which are the next request, have already been erected. On a motion by Trentlage, and a second by Gaffney, the recommendation of Administrator Hermus to erect yield signs at the intersection of Main and Second Streets was approved unanimously.
CED Schaefer clarified his request regarding the existing Dwelling Fee Trust Fund and the creation of a Park Impact Fee Fund.  On a motion by Hammen, and a second by Trentlage, the Board unanimously approved the creation of a Park Improvement Reserve Account.  Trustee Opsteen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to transfer the balance of the existing Dwelling Fee Trust Fund to the newly created Park Improvement Reserve Account. The roll call vote passed unanimously.   After a motion by Hammen, and a second by Trentlage, the Board voted unanimously to dissolve the existing Dwelling Fee Trust Fund.  Trustee Weber moved, and Trentlage seconded the motion to transfer $5,000.00 from the 2006 Budget into the Park Reserve account.  This was approved by unanimous roll call vote of the Board.  Upon recommendation from CED Schaefer, Trustee Trentlage moved, and Gaffney seconded the motion to approve the Park Impact Fee of $500 per new residential unit ($1,000 per duplex, etc.) The motion carried by a unanimous vote of the Board.  
After a brief discussion by the Board, it was decided to extend the employee recognitions to the permanent part-time staff, and to make the awards retroactive to the employees that have already attained 25 years of service.  Trustee Opsteen moved, Trentlage seconded the motion to approve the policy for the Employee Appreciation/Recognition program with the following two revisions:
1) 25 Year Award-must have 10 years minimum service

2) Funeral-redirect the definition of immediate family to the definition in the personnel policy manual

Regarding the Poll Worker listing for 2007, Trustee Trentlage questioned the title for the five alternates at the bottom of the list.  President Kuen identified them as Reserves.  Trustee Opsteen moved, Gaffney seconded the motion to approve the appointment of Poll Workers for the Village of Kimberly for 2007.  The motion was approved unanimously.
No action was taken regarding the property located at 617 E. Oak Street due to the imminent sale, set to close on January 18, 2007.  

Trustee Hruzek commented on the rejection letter received by the US Postal Service, and their interpretation of Mr. Hermus’ letter.  He felt the Postal Service assumed our position was to have the Kimberly Post Office deliver to the Emons Subdivision, when in fact, the Board simply wished for the subdivision to adopt a Kimberly address.  He noted that this occurs between Combined Locks and Kaukauna, and cited other communities.  His recommendation was that Administrator Hermus try again, but request only to have Kimberly mailing addresses for the parcels, and delivery service remains with rural Appleton.  President Kuen appointed Trustee Hruzek to assist Administrator Hermus on the attempt.  
It was noted that this was the last meeting for the year, with the next meeting on January 8, 2007.

Trustee Hammen moved, Weber seconded the motion to adjourn at 6:29 p.m.  The motion carried by unanimous vote of the Board.
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
