The committee reviewed the preliminary plot map for the annexed Emmons Property to identify a potential site for a neighborhood playground within the subdivision.

The committee identified several concerns with the location of a park:

Prefer that the park not to be located along Railroad Street or along the street which runs from Railroad Street to Emmons Road.

Option 1: The committee identified lot 129 and the east ½ of lot 130, as the desired location for the park, which will allow for access to the trail around the retention pond.

Option 2: An alternative to option 1 would be lot 130 with a corner of lot 138 to tie into piece adjacent to the retention pond which will allow for access to the trail as well.
Motion by Norb Karner, seconded by Bruce Hawley to forward these recommendations to the Plan Commission for review.  Motion Carried.

The committee discussed and identified the need to investigate the concept of a trail from the subdivision across County CE (above or below) to provide access to the CE Trail, YMCA and Schools in the community.
