The library's homework stations are now all fully functional and are being used.

Procedures for use of the public access computers have been revised and appear to be working well.  Library policies were discussed with suggestions for refinements if the need becomes apparent.  Policies are posted on the tables between each machine and are available for the public to take.

A report was given on the cooperative school/public library project.  Capital Credit Union did not approve a grant for this project.  Trentlage reported that Positive Youth Development had granted $500 toward the project and a letter of approval will be sent shortly.  The youth librarians will proceed to work with the high school librarians to finalize details for the project.

Van Hammond reported on youth activities.  Storytime has been completed for the season and plans are underway for the winter/spring session.  Summer reading program plans have been started as well.  A rearrangement of the children's and young adult areas in Kimberly is mostly completed.
