MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF THE

KIMBERLY-LITTLE CHUTE PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD

JULY 28, 2005

The meeting was called to order at 2:01 p.m.  Present:  Margi Fuller, Jim Moes, Cyndi Vander Pas, Rose Vander Velden, Youth Librarian Jill Hasseler, Library Director Barbara Wentzel.  Excused:  Chuck Fischer, Judy Stangel, Marcia Trentlage, and Cathy Van Gompel.
ACTIONS
1.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Vander Pas to approve the minutes of the June meeting.  Motion carried.

2.
Motion by Moes, 2nd by Fuller to approve the invoices for June.  Motion carried.

DISCUSSION
1.
The minutes of the June meeting were presented.

2.
The invoices for June were presented.

3.
A draft copy of a letter to County Executive Toby Paltzer was distributed.  The intent is to have the Mayors and Village Presidents of communities with libraries request the County fund the nonresident usage of libraries at 100%.  Wentzel reported that the Village Presidents of both Little Chute and Kimberly had agreed to sign the letter that was being distributed for signatures this week.  Village administrators have instructed that the 2006 budget document be prepared as usual.  Wentzel will include a draft proposal with the library board’s packet in advance of the August 18 meeting.  Kimberly’s administrator had asked for submission by August 3 but consensus of the library board is to review it and suggest changes before it is submitted.
4.
Wentzel reported that Little Chute’s Village Board had reviewed the 5-year capital improvement plan on July 13 with no changes; Kimberly’s Village Board will be reviewing it on August 8.

5.
A check for Little Chute’s percentage of the $8000 from the library’s Joint Trust Fund will be sent to that village this week.  Kimberly’s percentage will be put into the village’s contingency fund.  The $4500 allocated from the Joint Trust Fund toward the purchase of the carpet cleaning machine has been transferred to the Maintenance Department.  Wentzel is looking into pricing for the items discussed at the June meeting and will bring a report to the library board at a future meeting.

6.
Wentzel reported on the upcoming biennial book sale and the plans being discussed by the Friends of the Library.  The next meeting is August 3 in Kimberly.

7.
The monthly report for June was presented.

8.
Wentzel reported on a CVMIC (Cities and Villages Mutual Insurance Company) safety meeting on July 26 where the topic was the current laws under the FLSA (Federal Labor Standards Administration).

9.
Hasseler reported that the summer library program was almost finished for the season; materials were being distributed for the school district’s Child Development Days.

10.
In the miscellaneous report Wentzel announced that two staff members were out on surgical leave, one summer student will be finished at the end of the book sale; the next library board meeting will be a week earlier than usual on August 18 so that the budget may be discussed as early as possible.  That meeting will be at 2 p.m. at the Little Chute library.
